DRAFT DECISIONS

1. Opening of the meeting

The 9th Bureau meeting of the EPAS Governing Board was held at the Council of
Europe headquarters in Strasbourg on 26 March 2010 with Jean-Luc Janiszewski in the
chair. Mr Janiszewski, in his capacity as chair, thanked the Secretariat for getting the
working documents out on time.

The Bureau:
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2. Adoption of the agenda
- adopted the agenda, as set out in document EPAS (2010) 19 rev, appended hereto.
3. Recent news of interest

e Member states
- welcomed the latest positive developments outlined by the Secretariat, in particular
Morocco’s recent accession to EPAS (the Secretariat had not yet received the
official documents), Turkey’s application for observer status so that it could attend
the meeting of the Governing Board on 4 and 5 May 2010, an application which in
the meantime had been approved by the Governing Board from 15 April 2010;

e Partner organisations
- noted the new applications for membership of the Consultative Committee (EOC-
COE, ICSSPE/CIEPSS, SPORTACCORD, EPC-CPE) which, subject to
approval by the Governing Board, after consulting the Consultative Committee,
would be added to the list of applications already endorsed (EFPM, ISCA,
Homeless World Cup) so that they could be sent to the Committee of Ministers;

- decided to propose, at the Governing Board meeting on 4 and 5 May 2010, a
discussion on the following issues:

- Consultative Committee members — national sports movements’ involvement

- Setting of the Consultative Committee meeting;

The discussion should provide an opportunity to take on board the views of Consultative
Committee members and, where appropriate, provide guidance on statutory amendments.

4. Reports from recent meetings
- adopted the list of decisions of the 8th Bureau meeting (Paris, 3 February 2010), so
that it could be sent to the Governing Board for information;

- thanked Krisztina Gonte for serving as acting chair of the 2" meeting of the
Consultative Committee (Paris, 4 February 2010);

- took note of the list of decisions relating to this 2" meeting and approved it for
submission to the Governing Board for information.

Planning of the programme of activities 2011
e Summary of the consultation on future topics
- took note of the information provided by the Secretariat concerning the replies sent
in by a limited number of countries on future topics (37.5 % response rate) and
pointed out that the Secretariat should revise the document EPAS (2010) INF2 rev
for the Governing Board, adding a title;

- noted the usefulness of the Secretariat’s summary on countries’ replies concerning
future activities (document (EPAS (2010) 25), in particular the conclusions shown
in bold; it agreed with the Secretariat that it was important to continue the existing
activities (including the draft recommendations), while at the same time choosing
priority topics for activities in 2011, covering all aspects of sport in the political,
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economic, social, legal and sport-for-all fields;
- proposed that the Governing Board select three topics that met these requirements;

- suggested that the Secretariat prepare a concept paper on future activities which
would first be submitted to the Consultative Committee and the Governing Board,
meeting on 4 and 5 May 2010, in preparation for the Ministerial Conference in
Baku, Azerbaijan (22 September 2010, tbc).

e Preparation of the 2011 budget

- took note of the information provided by the Secretariat for the 2011 budget and
emphasised the need to strike a balance between staffing costs and programme
expenditure.

5. 18th Council of Europe Conference of Ministers responsible for Sport: report
and follow-up
e Timetable for preparations
- took note of the information provided by the Secretariat and the representative of
the Azerbaijani authorities concerning the various stages in preparing the
ministerial Conference in Baku and agreed that the Conference would be held on
22 September 2010 and the meeting of senior officials on 21 September 2010 (both
to be confirmed by the Governing Board on 4 and 5 May 2010);

- agreed to send out the letters of invitation as soon after the Governing Board meeting
as possible, once the Conference date and topics had been confirmed, and to prepare
all the relevant documents by the end of June 2010, ahead of the summer holidays;

- agreed to invite the T-RV, T-DO, CAHAMA and WADA to the Conference.

e Draft outline of content

- noted the suggestions concerning possible speakers at the Conference (cf document
EPAS (2010) 29);

- agreed that the Secretariat would prepare a document summarising activities from the
ministerial Conference in Athens (December 2008) to date and agreed to suggest the
following Conference topics to the Governing Board: Topic I: “Issues related to
migration in sport, in particular the needed protection of minors” or “Preserving
(Defence of) the integrity of sport against manipulations of the results (e.g. match
fixing)” or “Granting of visas to athletes attending/taking part in competitions” and
Topic II: “Current political issues surrounding pan-European sports co-operation”.

6. Programme and budget

e Meetings and EPAS representation

Following the exchange of views about the timetable for activities in 2010 (document
EPAS (2010) 1 CAHAMA (2010) INF01):

- agreed to e-mail the Secretariat as quickly as possible details of Bureau members’
preferences as regards representation and attendance at other meetings with EPAS, as
mentioned in the last page of the document;

- asked the Secretariat to amend this document to include the Bureau’s suggestions.

e Programme 2010 and budget
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examined the document EPAS (2010)7 rev and asked the Secretariat to add an extra
item entitled “Conference of European Ministers responsible for Sport” in the chapter
on “Structures”

approved the amendments made by the Secretariat and noted, in the case of activity
no. 3 of the table (cf. page 6 of document (2010)7 rev, 4. List of activities in 2010) on
the implementation of the recommendation on visas that the Secretariat would send
out the questionnaire on 10 June 2010 so that EPAS members could discuss the
results and possible follow-up at a seminar (date to be confirmed).

Details of publications
- took note of the update of the publications planning document, and approved the
publication of “Sport and ethics”.

6.1 Standard-setting

- noted the submission of the draft recommendation on the Revised Code of Sports
Ethics at the GR-C meeting on 20.04.2010;

- took note of the conclusion of the consultation exercise on the Recommendation on
autonomy and the fact that it had been put on the agenda of the Governing Board
meeting for approval,

- agreed to send the amended draft recommendation on migration to the Governing
Board for discussion;

- agreed to send the amended draft recommendation on manipulation of sports results
to the Governing Board for discussion.

6.2 Follow-up of existing standards

Study on the implementation of the Recommendation on the granting of visas to
sportsmen and sportswomen (99/10)

took note of the Secretariat’s wish to update the questionnaire in time for the
Governing Board meeting on 4 and 5 May 2010;

emphasised the importance of working with all the states affected by the issue of
visas so as to be able to discuss the idea of a binding instrument before the ministerial
Conference in Baku;

Study on legislation and measures to combat racism
took note of the information provided by the Secretariat concerning the study on
existing legislation and information on the fight against racism (FRA and FARE).

6.3 Promotion of diversity and fight against discrimination

took note of the information provided by the Secretariat concerning the preparatory
work on “Women and sport”, which could begin in 2010, subject to possible
budgetary reallocations.

6.4 Voluntary contribution projects

noted the results of the consultation exercise on EuroSchools conducted by the
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Secretariat (financing prospects);

- noted the information provided by the Secretariat on the subject of good governance
and encouraged it to continue developing ties with these various potential partners;

- following a comment from the Hungarian representative concerning the appropriate
method/procedure for encouraging voluntary contributions in countries, decided to
put an extra item on the agenda for the Governing Board meeting, and noted the
information provided by the Secretariat on this point, which also concerned the status
of EPAS.

7. Governing Board
e Draft agenda for the Governing Board meeting on 4 and 5 May 2010
- discussed the draft agenda for the 4™ Governing Board meeting on 4 and 5 May
2010 and asked the Secretariat to amend the document in the light of its comments
and suggestions;

- approved the Secretariat’s proposal to hold a single joint meeting for the
Consultative Committee/Governing Board.

8. Preliminary discussions relating to the definitive launching of the EPAS in 2010

e with regard to updating the EPAS statute, proposed e-mailing the Secretariat its
comments and/or suggested amendments

e  decided to use the EPAS(2010)17 questionnaire for the EPAS evaluation

e noted that the working document on intergovernmental co-operation networking on
sport would not be distributed as a meeting document, but could be used to prepare
for the exchange of views with the sports movement and the discussions on opening
up EPAS to non-European states.

9. Miscellaneous
- did not comment this item.

10. Date and place of the next Bureau meeting:

- decided that the next EPAS Bureau meeting, focusing exclusively on the ministerial
Conference and originally scheduled for 29 June, would be confirmed after the
Governing Board meeting, according to the timetable of preparations for the
ministerial Conference.
