“Promoting diversity through intercultural education and communication strategies”
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(Reply adopted by the Committee of Ministers on 3 June 2015 at the 1229th meeting of the Ministers’ Deputies)

1.
The Committee of Ministers has carefully examined Congress Recommendation 365 (2014) on “Promoting diversity through intercultural education and communication strategies”. It has forwarded it, for information and comments, to the Steering Committee for Culture, Heritage and Landscape (CDCPP), the Steering Committee for Educational Policy and Practice (CDPPE) and the Steering Committee on Media and Information Society (CDMSI). 

2.
The Committee of Ministers welcomes the work carried out by the Congress at local and regional level to capitalise on the assets that diversity offers and to meet the challenges which arise in this area. It 
has taken note with interest of the measures recommended by the Congress in paragraph 10 of its recommendation and drawn them to the attention of the governments of the member States. 

3.
In this context, the Committee of Ministers is pleased to announce to the Congress that, in January 2015, it adopted Recommendation CM/Rec(2015)1 on intercultural integration. This recommendation reaffirms the value of diversity for human and social development and draws the attention of the governments of the member States to the measures advocated by the “urban model of intercultural integration” described in the guide “The intercultural city step by step”. These measures aim to foster cohesive and inclusive diverse local communities. The Committee of Ministers considers that the provisions of this recommendation respond in large part to the concerns of the Congress. 

4.
The Council of Europe undertakes many activities and projects to help member States to devise, at all levels of governance, efficient policies and measures which promote a culture of dialogue, tolerance, mutual respect and co-operation, focusing on education, youth, culture and the media. In this respect, the development of descriptors of competences for democratic culture and intercultural dialogue, the Council of Europe’s “Signposts” project on religious and non-religious convictions in intercultural education and the youth campaign against online hate speech are particularly topical and relevant. Furthermore, in view of the key role of education at all levels to combat ignorance and allow Europeans to live together in equal dignity, the Committee of Ministers will pay particular attention over the next biennium to projects on education for democratic citizenship and human rights education.
