1. 
The Committee of Ministers has examined Recommendation 295 (2010) of the Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the Council of Europe on “Social time, leisure time: which local time planning policy?”. It has brought it to the attention of the governments of member states and to the relevant intergovernmental bodies.
 The recommendation has also been transmitted to the European Union and the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe for information.

2.
The Committee of Ministers is mindful of the repercussions of modern urban life on time management and the fact that these can have a detrimental effect on the quality of life of European citizens. It therefore recognises that the recommendation raises some interesting and innovative issues, particularly for local and regional government, and it would invite member states to consider the matters raised, as appropriate.

However, the Committee of Ministers considers that whilst time planning policies may be addressed directly or indirectly in certain activities relating to the promotion of social cohesion and gender equality, the issue as such does not fall within the Organisation’s priorities.
