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Local and regional waste management and the siting of landfills – 

Recommendation 189 (2006) of the Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the Council of Europe

(Reply adopted by the Committee of Ministers on 2 May 2007 at the 994th meeting of the Ministers’ Deputies)

1.
The Committee of Ministers has taken careful note of Recommendation 189 (2006) of the Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the Council of Europe on local and regional waste management and the siting of landfills and has communicated it to the governments of the member states. It has also forwarded it for information to the Council for the Pan-European Biological and Landscape Diversity Strategy (STRACO), 
the Committee for the Activities of the Council of Europe in the field of Biological and Landscape Diversity 
(CO-DBP), the European Conference of Ministers responsible for Regional Planning (CEMAT) and the Steering Committee on Local and Regional Democracy (CDLR).

2.
The Committee of Ministers emphasises that the issue of local and regional waste management and the siting of landfills is of considerable importance for sustainable spatial development and for reducing damage to the environment at European level. It draws attention to Committee of Ministers Recommendation Rec(2002)1 on the guiding principles for sustainable spatial development of the European continent and to the Ljubljana Declaration on the territorial dimension of sustainable development, adopted at the CEMAT's 13th session in 2003.

The Committee of Ministers also wishes to inform the Congress that as a result of this recommendation, the Committee of Senior Officials of the CEMAT is considering the possibility of introducing the subject of waste management into its work programme for 2007. 
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
