 1st place – prize awarded: award of 500 EUR to Lenina Bichkoska and 
Olexandra Bichkoska “My husband would tell me that I am a woman and 
that is why I am obliged to put up with everything and I have to obey him”

 2nd place – award of 300 EUR to Irina Virtosu “This is not a place for the 
battle”

 3rd place – award of 150 EUR to Irina Koval “The domestic violence: the 
half of Ukrainian people have been suffered from the violence in families”
