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Why safety of journalists
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What kind of violations?

There are some means of intimidating and silencing journalists
and other media actors: The need of safety is vital when they
are threatened, harassed, subjected to surveillance, to searches,
to seizure of materials and confidential sources, intimidated,
arbitrarily deprived of their liberty, physically attacked, tortured
and even killed because of their investigative work, opinions or
reporting. This particularly concerns when their work focuses
on the misuse of power, corruption, human rights violations,
criminal activities, terrorism and fundamentalism or reporting
on matters of public interest.

How to ensure the safety:

Member states should:

- take effective preventive measures to ensure independence
of the media and safeguard media pluralism,

- protect journalists and other media actors by providing
effective legal remedies and redress for violations to prevent

Basin 6zgurltigu her biri demokratik toplum icin
vazgecilmez olan bilgiye erisim, gazeteciler ve diger medya
aktorlerinin kamu bekgiligi yapma gorevi, acik ve etkili kamusal
tartismaya katki unsurlarini kapsamaktadir. Demokratik toplumda
kendilerine verilen gorevleri yerine getirmelerini saglamak
amaclyla gazeteciler ve diger medya aktorlerinin ifade 6zglrlugu
hakki kapsamli bir sekilde korunmalidir.

Avrupa Konseyi (AK), Avrupa Insan Haklari Mahkemesi ve bircok
hikimetler arasi organin (6rnegin; AK Bakanlar Komitesi'nin Uye
Devletlere gazeteciligin korunmasi, gazetecilerin ve diger medya

neden onemlidir?

Gazeteciler ve diger medya aktorlerinin ifade 6zglrligu hakkina
yonelik tim mudahaleler onlarin ifade 6zglrligu tzerinde ciddi
bir caydirici etkiye neden olmaktadir. Saldirilar ve korkutma,
faillerin cezasiz kalmasi kulttrd ile bir araya geldiginde bu etki
daha yikicr bir hal almaktadir.

Ne tiir ihlaller?

Gazeteciler ve diger medya aktorleri ¢esitli sekillerde
korkutulabilir ve susturulabilir: Yurdtmekte olduklarr arastirma
cahismalari, distinceleri ya da yaptiklari haberler nedeniyle
tehdit edildiklerinde, tacize ugradiklarinda, aramaya maruz
kaldiklarinda, esyalarina ya da gizli kaynaklarina el konuldugunda,
gozleri korkutuldugunda, keyfi olarak 6zgurliklerinden mahrum
birakildiklarinda, fiziksel olarak saldirlya ugradiklarinda, iskence
gorduklerinde hatta olduruldiklerinde guvenlik ihtiyaclar hayati
onem kazanmaktadir. Bu durum; dzellikle de yaptiklari calismalar
gug ve yetkinin kotlye kullaniimasi, yolsuzluk, insan haklar
ihlalleri, suc iceren faaliyetler, terér ve koktencilik gibi konulara
odaklandiginda ya da kamu ¢ikarini ilgilendiren meselelerle ilgili
haber yaptiklarinda séz konusudur.

ARTICLE 10: Freedom of Expression

1. Everyone has the right to freedom of expression. This right shall
include freedom to hold opinions and to receive and impart
information and ideas without interference by public authority
and regardless of frontiers. This Article shall not prevent States
from requiring the licensing of broadcasting, television or
cinema enterprises.

2. The exercise of these freedoms, since it carries with it duties and
responsibilities, may be subject to such formalities, conditions,
restrictions or penalties as are prescribed by law and are
necessary in a democratic society, in the interests of national
security, territorial integrity or public safety, for the prevention of
disorder or crime, for the protection of health or morals, for the
protection of the reputation or rights of others, for preventing
the disclosure of information received in confidence, or for
maintaining the authority and impartiality of the judiciary.

What is it?

The media freedom as part of freedom of expression is
safeguarded by Article 10 of the European Convention on
Human Rights. It includes the ability to access information, the
public watchdog role of journalists and other media actors; and
the contribution to open vigorous public debate, all of which are
essential in a democratic society. In order to enable journalists
and other media actors to fulfil the tasks described to them in a
democratic society, their right to freedom of expression should
enjoy a broad scope of protection.

As the European Court of Human Rights and many
intergovernmental bodies, including the Council of Europe
have recognized (i.e. Recommendation CM/Rec(2016)4[1] of the
Committee of Ministers to member States on the protection of
Jjournalism and safety of journalists and other media actors; the United
Nations in its Plan of Action on the Safety of Journalists and the Issue
of Impunity and the Human Rights Committee’s General Comment
No. 34;) the definition of journalism is expanded to other media
actors who contribute to public debate and who perform
journalistic activities or fulfil public watchdog functions.

Today, journalism is a profession shared by a wide range of actors,
namely professional full-time reporters, analysts, bloggers, media
institutions, private individuals who engage in seeking, receiving
and imparting information and ideas of all kinds.
