HISTORY AND CULTURE OF THE
ABKHAZIAN MINORITY IN GEORGIA

Historical records from the first and second centuries AD mention the
Apsilae and Abasgoi tribes on the Black Sea littoral of present-day Georgia.
Some researchers consider that they originated from South-Caucasian
(Kartvelian) tribes, but others believe that they came from North-
Caucasian Adyghe tribes. The majority of Abkhazian-speaking people have
traditionally lived in Abkhazia. Some Abkhazians are Christians, others are
Muslims. Abkhazian has state-language status within Abkhazia, and until
the conflict in the 1990s, Abkhazian had been widely used at schools,
universities and in the media in Abkhazia. Their language belongs to the
Ibero-Caucasian family of languages and employs the Cyrillic script.
