HISTORY AND CULTURE OF THE AVAR
MINORITY IN GEORGIA

The Avars, native to the north Caucasian republic of Dagestan, started to make in-
cursions into Georgia in the seventeenth century. Nevertheless, it was not until the
second half of the nineteenth century that they started to settle there, in particular
in the Kvareli region. In 1944, the Avar population in Georgia, numbering around
4,000 at the time, was forcibly resettled to Chechnya in a population reshuffle un-
der Soviet rule, where Chechens were simultaneously being deported to Central
Asia. In 1957, because the Chechens were allowed to go back, the Avars who were
living there were once again forced to flee and many resettled in Georgia, where
they found their houses either occupied or destroyed. After some tough years,
their situation improved due to their active presence in kolkhozes, and they then
became actively present in the Georgian agricultural sector.

More migration waves took place in the late 1950s, when new Avars arrived in the
town of Lagodekhi. Although many Avars have left Georgia since the fall of the So-
viet Union, some are still living in the Kakheti region, in the villages of Tivi, Saruso
and Chantliskure (Kvareli district). Most Avars speak Avar and Georgian fluently.

Unfortunately, some of the traditional features in Avar culture, such as clothing,
have mostly disappeared. The fact that there are no civil society organisations pro-
moting the Avar culture has made it more difficult for community organisation and
therefore for the culture to be maintained.
