Working together for well-being of prisoners and
prison staff

On 11-13 April 2017 Council of Europe and European Union organised a 2-day training
on so-called cold and hot debriefing tools for two groups, composing of suicide
prevention programme coordinators in prisons.

The training was preceded by the off-site work of international experts. They were asked
to develop the tool and the protocol aiming at guiding the debriefing for staff right after
(hot) and sometime after (cold) an incident happened to minimise stress and burnout as
well as to help in analysing the events and improve prevention work.

As a result, 240 personnel of the psychiatric
institutions refreshed their knowledge of human rights
and medical ethics ensuring a better protection of
those with mental health problems. The aim of the
training sessions was to consolidate the participants’
knowledge and further advance their understanding on
the issues of ethical standards, human rights
approaches to mental health care, and rights of persons
with mental disabilities, so that they can apply them in
their daily work with more confidence. .

Prevention of Suicide in the Penitentiary System

support the further enhancement of skills of
Georgian prison psychologists, psychiatrists and
social workers in administering Suicide Prevention
Programme in prisons. As a part of this support, on-
site supervision of multidisciplinary teams of suicide
prevention launched in November 2016 continues.
As of the end of April the local experts have
supervised the work of the multidisciplinary suicide
prevention teams in penitentiary establishments in
Thilisi, Rustavi and Ksani. It is expected that during
May experts will visit prisons in West Georgia.
