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Eurimages Film Fund hosts panel on gender equality at the Berlinale to launch the new Council of Europe Recommendation

Following the Council of Europe’s adoption of a landmark Recommendation on Gender Equality in the Audiovisual Sector
(See: https://search.coe.int/cm/Pages/result_details.aspx?Reference=CM/Rec(2017)9  ) in September 2017, Eurimages is hosting a panel to launch the Recommendation to the film industry during the 68th Berlin Film Festival. The event will be held at the Adlon-Kempinski on 16 February.* 
The conference will begin with a brief presentation of the Recommendation by Eurimages’ Project Manager Francine Raveney. Then, in order to see how much of a “roadmap for change” the Recommendation really is two panels of experts will debate the current situation under the moderation of journalist and writer/producer Nick Holdsworth. 

The first panel will discuss how to give greater visibility to female voices and will include two award-winning female directors; Isabel Coixet (whose film “The Bookshop” will have a gala screening at the festival) and Barbara Albert, director of “Licht”, as well as gender equality pioneer Anna Serner, CEO of the Swedish Film Institute, and Catherine Trautmann, President of Eurimages and former French Minister of Culture.

The second panel will look at facts and figures with a special focus on Germany by professors Dr Skadi Loist and Dr Elizabeth Prommer, whose new research will reveal the correlation between gender of the director and on-screen representation of gender identities. Brigitte Rollet, a French university researcher at UVSQ and author of “Sois belle et tais-toi” – “Be beautiful and keep your mouth shut – women in the French film industry”, will discuss issues relevant to the French film industry and Iris Zappe-Heller, Deputy Director of the Austrian Film Institute and Chair of the Eurimages’ Gender Equality working Group, will explain how the new Council of Europe recommendation addresses the current inequalities in a comprehensive manner providing as it does practical solutions for member states, policy makers, trade unions and public and private broadcasters amongst others.

The panel event will be followed by a networking reception.
