Yes. The Sub-Directorate General for Historic Heritage Protection, in the Ministry of Education,
Culture and Sports (MECD) of Spain, designates the natural sites, parks and gardens having an
historical, cultural or anthropologic value (Law 16/1985, art. 1). This organism is competent at the
national level, whereas the Autonomous Communities have as well a set of significant competences
via its responsible authorities and applicable legislation. (http://www.mecd.gob.es/cultura-

Another relevant law at the international level is the Florence Charter of Historic Gardens, signed in
1981 by the International Committee for Historic Gardens (ICOMOS-IFLA). In Spain, the figure of
maximum protection is known as Bien de Interés Cultural (BIC), and within this category we can
distinguish ‘Historic Gardens’ as well as other kinds of BIC.

Yes, in Spain there are several expositions and manifestations designed to increase awareness
about the value of these parks and gardens. Among others, we can highlight the roads and routes
implemented by the different Autonomous Communities (for instance, the ‘Historic Gardens and
Parks Route’ in Madrid or the ‘Camellia Route’ in Galicia). These routes go over natural spaces and
gardens covering from the 16th until the early 20th century, as well as Royal Places and huge private
residences which have been turned into museums that rank among the most outstanding in the
country. On the other hand, there are lectures and symposiums organized by the regional
governments as well as by different universities and centres for studies such as the Escuela de la
Alhambra in Granada. Lastly, there are people like Ms. Ménica Luengo and Ms. Ana Luengo devoted
to lead associations and committees fostering historic gardens and heritage.

Ménica Luengo Afon, and/or Ana Luengo Afén

The Ministry of Culture manages the catalogue of historic gardens, considered as immovable
property, through the Sub-Directorate General for Historic Heritage Protection. The Autonomous
Communities get involved through the General Register of Bienes de Interés Cultural, managing the
natural spaces and gardens which are private properties. Besides, it leads an active policy in favor of
historic gardens, focusing on its promotion, spread, and preservation, as well as increasing
awareness of its value.

Apart from the elements protected by the Spanish Law of Historic Heritage (Law 16/1985, art. 14.1),
the article 334 of the Civil Code gathers on the other hand an additional list of immovable property.
Among others, the ‘hatcheries, fish ponds or similar breeding centres [...] the lands, buildings, roads
and constructions [...] trees and plants as well as their pending fruits, as long as they were united to
the land or they formed part of a property’.

Spain has adhered to the European Landscape Convention (Florence, 2000) and is part of the
International Council on Monuments and Sites (ICOMOS-UNESCO) as a founding member since
1964. Currently, Spain has listed 16.146 immovable properties and 45.206 movable properties in its
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General Register of Goods of Cultural Significance (Bienes de Interés Cultural BIC).

In Hungary, we have 18 protected 'historic gardens' which are registered and protected within this
category. We also have further historic gardens registered and protected as part of a built heritage
asset (predominantly gardens of historic buildings). Both type of protection is related to built heritage,
therefore these protected historic gardens or parks are under cultural heritage protection. The
authority in charge for licensing on these areas are the same as for protected built heritage
(Township Offices of the Counties in Hungary and the Capital Budapest).The Gyula Forster National
Office for Cultural Heritage Management is responsible for the registry of built heritage items, and it
also has a Section for historic gardens. This unit is only responsible for sites and projects belonging
to the Office itself.

Yes, about a 1000 historical parks, gardens and cemeteries are listed monuments in the Nether-
lands. Policy for these monuments is published in a brochure written by the Cultural Heritage Agency
(in Dutch http://www.cultureelerfgoed.nl/dossiers/groen-erfgoed/publicaties). Also published is
a guideline for historical research and valuation.

Yes, the professional field is organized in two associations: the ‘Vakgroep Groen Erfgoed’ ('Commis-
sion on Green Heritage") for designers and researchers (http://vakgroepgroenerfgoed.nl/) and a
Commission for landscaping companies (gardeners, http://www.erfgoedhoveniers.nl/home/). Policies
on conservation, maintenance and subsidies are made in cooperation with these associations. The
Cultural Heritage Agency organizes an assembly twice a year, attended by circa 80 mainly Dutch
professionals like architects, keepers, policy makers, etc..

Communities (usually environment departments) are responsible for parks/gardens in their areas of
competence, but this concerns almost exclusively maintenance. Few cities have a city gardener
post. In cases of historic parks and gardens, decisions are within the competence of a Regional
Inspector of Monuments. all initiatives concerning gardens are local/regional.

The vast
majority of gardens and parks are regularly open to public in selected days of year or they are open
permanently (or based on the season).

We don’t have any special person who takes care of all parks and gardens.We don’t have any
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specialized coordinator who takes care of all parks and gardens. Every garden and park in the
Czech Republic has its own coordinator/or managing authority, for example the Institute of Botany
takes care of the park in Prahonice ("Pruhonicky park") which is part of World Heritage Property.

Serbie/Serbia

a) The protection of gardens as created natural values has a decades-long continuity in the Republic of
Serbia, and the form of their protection has been in accordance with current legal provisions in the
field of nature and environment conservation. According to the Law on Nature Protection of 1975, the
monuments of garden architecture (parks, arboretums, botanical gardens, alleys, etc.) were
protected as nature monuments (NM). On the territory of Vojvodina Province, where the garden
architecture was more frequent, the institutional commitment to the protection of monuments of
garden architecture was intensified by the adoption of the Law on special protection areas of the
Autonomous Province of Vojvodina in 1986. This law provided special protection for the monuments
of landscape architecture that assumed a space designed and decorated as a park, arboretum,
botanical garden, tree alley, or group of trees of educational, cultural or aesthetic significance.
Created natural values have also been the subject of protection in one period according to the Law
on Cultural Heritage, regarding natural areas of immovable cultural goods.

According to the institutional changes and changes of legislation, the protection policies and
definitions of these types of natural resources, have also been changed as follows: Memorial natural
monuments, Natural space around an immovable cultural good, Monument of garden architecture,
Natural monument and a Monument of nature.

The adopted new Law on Nature Conservation (2009) defined the type of protected area called
Natural monument of botanical character, which among other things included individual trees or
groups of trees, alleys, parks, arboretums, botanical gardens and others. These natural resources,
therefore, included the "human made botanical value of scientific, aesthetic, cultural or educational
significance."

After more than six decades of work on the protection of natural heritage, approximately 40 areas

In this
sense, the intrinsic values, in terms of nature conservation of all protected areas, have been
assessed by their authenticity, representativeness, age and conservation, landscape attractiveness,
diversity, and rarity, which also applied to the gardens that have been protected as one of, or a
unique value of Natural monuments.

There is no central authority for gardens in the Slovak Republic, yet the Monuments Board
/www.pamiatky.sk/ and the Ministry of Environment of the Slovak Republic /www.minzp.sk/ share the
responsibility for the preservation of gardens and parks that have legal protection either as national
cultural monuments or nature conservation areas. Their maintenance is entrusted to the owner or
administrator who can use free of charge consultations with specialists provided by the earlier
mentioned state institutions.
Promotion and awareness-raising activities are carried out mostly by non-governmental
organisations — The Association for garden design and landscaping /Spolo€nost pre zahradnu a
krajinnu tvorbu, www.szkt.sk/ and The National Trust of Slovakia /Narodny trust n.o, www.nt.sk/

10 pays (Autriche, Belgique, Estonie, Finlande, Italie, Pays-Bas, Pologne, Royaume Uni, Slovénie, Suisse)
ont une autorité responsable de la politique des jardins et 9 n’en ont pas (Azerbaidjan, Bosnie-Herzégovine,
Bulgarie, Hongrie, République Tchéque, Suede, Slovaquie, Ukraine).

La Serbie n’a pas répondu aux questions mais indiqué dans quelle mesure les parcs et jardins sont intégrés
dans leur Iégislation nationale.

10 countries (Austria, Belgium, Estonia, Finland, Italy, Netherlands, Poland, United Kingdom, Slovenia,
Switzerland) have an authority responsible for policy on gardens, and 9 have not (Azerbaijan, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Hungary, Czech Republic, Sweden, Slovakia, Ukraine).

Serbia did not answer the questions, but indicates the extent to which parks and gardens are included in the

national legislation.

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En Autriche, la préservation de la nature est de la responsabilité des neuf provinces. 56 jardins et parcs sont
protégés par la loi fédérale. Au niveau fédéral, au sein du bureau pour la protection des monuments, un
service gére ces parcs et jardins protégés.

En Pologne, il n'y a pas d’autorité centrale chargée de la politique nationale concernant les parcs ou les
jardins, les initiatives sont locales ou régionales. Les parcs et jardins historiques relévent de la compétence
d'un inspecteur régional des monuments.

En Belgique — Région flamande, les parcs et jardins historiques sont traités par I'Agence du patrimoine
flamand. Un inventaire a été réalisé et les propriétaires obtiennent un soutien financier pour l'entretien, la
conservation et la restauration. Le gouvernement flamand possede des domaines qui ont été restaurés et
sont ouverts au public. En Wallonie, le Département du Patrimoine est en charge de la protection et de la
conservation des parcs et jardins. En application de la Charte de Florence, certains parcs et jardins sont
classés comme monument. L'ouverture au public reléve de la décision du propriétaire qui peut bénéficier du
soutien du Secrétariat général au Tourisme de Wallonie.

En Finlande, la promotion, la préservation et la conservation des parcs et jardins historiques est gérée par le
Conseil national des antiquités ainsi que le ministére de I'Environnement en charge de la planification. Les
parcs urbains nationaux sont intégrés a la loi sur 'aménagement et la construction.

En Slovénie, I'Institut pour la protection du patrimoine culturel de la Slovénie dispose de 7 unités régionales.
Il a autorité comme service public dans le domaine de la protection du patrimoine culturel et naturel.

En Estonie, la responsabilité de la politique des jardins est partagée entre le ministére de I'Environnement et
le ministére de la Culture qui est chargé des parcs et jardins historiques.

En Suisse, le patrimoine (dont les jardins et parcs historiques) est du ressort des cantons. La politique des
jardins reléve de diverses approches fédérales et cantonales.

En ltalie, l'autorité en charge des parcs et jardins est le service de la préservation du patrimoine historique,
artistique, architectural, folklorique et ethno-anthropologique de la Direction générale pour les arts et le
paysage du Ministére pour le patrimoine culturel, les activités culturelles et le tourisme.

Aux Pays-Bas, I'autorité en charge des parcs et jardins est 'Agence du patrimoine culturel.

In Austria, nature conservation is under the responsibility of the nine provinces. 56 gardens and parks are
protected by federal law. At the federal level, in the monuments protection office, a department manages
these protected parks and gardens.

In Poland there is no central authority responsible for national policy on parks or gardens; initiatives are local
or regional. Historic parks and gardens are in the remit of a regional inspector of monuments.

In Belgium — Flemish Region, historic parks and gardens are handled by the Flemish Heritage Agency. An
inventory has been made, and owners receive financial support for maintenance, preservation and
restoration. The Flemish government owns estates which have been restored and are open to the public. In
Wallonia, the Heritage Department is in charge of protecting and preserving parks and gardens. In
pursuance of the Florence Charter, certain parks and gardens are classified as monuments. Opening to the
public is by decision of the owner, who may receive the support of the Wallonia General Secretariat for
Tourism.

In Finland, promotion, preservation and conservation of historic parks and gardens are managed by the
National Board of Antiquities and the Environment Ministry in charge of planning. National urban parks are
included in the law on construction and development.

In Slovenia, the Institute for Protection of Cultural Heritage of Slovenia has 7 regional units. It holds authority
as a public service in the field of cultural and natural heritage protection.

In Estonia, responsibility for policy on gardens is shared between the Ministry of Environment and the
Ministry of Culture which is responsible for historic parks and gardens.

In Switzerland, heritage (including historic gardens and parks) is the responsibility of the cantons. Policy on



gardens is governed by various federal and cantonal approaches.

In Italy, the authority in charge of parks and gardens is the department for preservation of the historic, artistic,
architectural, folk and ethno-anthropological heritage in the Directorate General for arts and landscape of the
Ministry for cultural heritage, cultural activities and tourism.

In the Netherlands, the parks and gardens authority is the Cultural Heritage Agency

Pays n’ayant pas d’autorité responsable des parcs et jardins/ Countries without an authority
responsible for parks and gardens:

En Azerbaidjan, il 'y a pas de tutelle d’état, les jardins sont gérés par les municipalités qui disposent le plus
souvent de services en charge de cette question.

En Slovaquie, pas d’autorité centrale pour les jardins, mais le Conseil Monument et le ministére de
I'Environnement partagent la responsabilité de la préservation des jardins qui ont une protection légale soit
comme monuments culturels nationaux ou comme zones de conservation de la nature.

En Bulgarie, I'autorité compétente est le Ministére du Développement régional et des Travaux publics, au
niveau local ce sont les municipalités. Les parcs et jardins historiques (au nhombre de 62) sont désignés
comme monuments de l'art des jardins et sont préservés conformément aux normes de la loi de la
planification du territoire et la loi sur le patrimoine culturel. L'Institut national du patrimoine culturel immeuble
propose au ministre de la culture des régimes de protection de ces parcs et jardins. La majorité des parcs et
des jardins sont ouverts au public.

En Hongrie, 18 «jardins historiques» sont protégés pour eux-mémes, nombre d’autres sont protégés car
associés a du patrimoine bati (chateau) et gérés comme tout autre patrimoine culturel par les bureaux du
canton des comtés et de Budapest Capital.

En République Tchéque, pas de gestion centralisée, chaque jardin est sous sa propre autorité.
En Ukraine, le Ministére de I'écologie et des ressources naturelles, qui est responsable de la protection de
I'environnement, prend en charge les jardins.

En Bosnie-Herzégovine, les jardins sont inclus sur la liste du patrimoine et pris en charge par la Commission
pour la préservation nationale des monuments. Au niveau local, les parcs et jardins sont inscrits et protégés
individuellement ou faisant partie d’ensembles architecturaux.

En Serbie, la protection des jardins est ancienne et reléve de la loi sur la protection de la nature de 1975.
Les parcs et jardins historiques ont été protégés en tant que monuments naturels. Il existe plusieurs
catégories : monument naturel, espace naturel autour d'un bien culturel immeuble, monument de
l'architecture de jardin, et monument de la nature.

In Azerbaijan, there is no state supervision; gardens are managed by the municipalities which usually have
services in charge of this.

In Slovakia, no central authority for gardens, but the Monuments Board and the Environment Ministry share
responsibility for preservation of gardens under legal protection either as national cultural monuments or as
nature conservation areas.

In Bulgaria, the competent authority is the Ministry for Regional Development and Public Works, and the
municipalities at local level. Historic parks and gardens (numbering 62) are designated as monuments of
garden art and are preserved in accordance with the provisions of the spatial planning law and the cultural
heritage law. The National Institute for the Built Cultural Heritage proposes to the Minister of Culture
protective arrangements for these parks and gardens. Most parks and gardens are open to the public.

In Hungary, 18 “historic gardens” are protected for their own sake, many others are protected for being
associated with built heritage (castle) and managed like any other cultural heritage by the district offices of
the counties and of Budapest Capital.

In the Czech Republic, no centralised management; each garden is under its own authority.
In Ukraine, the Ministry of Ecology and Natural Resources, responsible for environmental protection, takes



charge of gardens.

In Bosnia and Herzegovina, gardens are included in the heritage list and in the care of the Commission to
Preserve National Monuments. At local level, parks and gardens are listed and protected individually or as
part of architectural entities.

In Serbia, protection of gardens is long-standing and comes under the 1975 law on nature conservation.
Historic parks and gardens are protected as natural monuments. There are several categories: natural
monument, natural area around an immovable cultural property, monument of garden architecture, and
monument of nature.

- Exceptional openings of private gardens promoted by associations: 2 weekends per year in Flemish
Belgium as “Parks day” organised by the Flemish government agency responsible for nature and forestry.

- Openings of gardens during an appointed weekend: Slovakia, in partnership with the National Trust of
Slovakia and the municipalities for motivating residents to promote certain values. Open days in the Czech
Republic and specialised guided tours (children, people with disabilities, etc.). In Estonia, public events in
gardens are often organised by the local authorities, particularly in the Kadriorg historic park at Tallinn. In
Walloon Belgium: thematic visits and “picnic in the garden”.

- Exhibitions: In Bulgaria, in the “Ezero” park of Burgas, a sand sculpture festival.

- Entertainments in gardens: In Bulgaria, “Musical parks of Sofia” to promote classical music and gardens

and other performances in numerous parks. In the Czech Republic, concerts, exhibitions and plays are
organised in the summer season.

- Workshops for youth: In Bulgaria, workshops on gardening and designing and making bird feeders in public
parks.

- In Estonia, public events in gardens are often organised by the local authorities, particularly in the Kadriorg
historic park in Tallinn.

- No event for the general public: Azerbaijan, Poland, Finland, Sweden, Hungary, Ukraine, Bosnia, Serbia.

Actions de sensibilisation / Actions of awareness-raising

La Pologne organise des ouvertures promotionnelles et ponctuelles dans de grands jardins historiques
(Muskau, Cracovie).

La Finlande participe a des études et échanges scientifiques notamment avec des associations francaises
ou allemandes.

La Suede inventorie et protége les jardins historiques qui sont par ailleurs ouverts au public.



En Bulgarie, le « Festival des parcs » a Veliko Tarnovo a été financé par un programme de coopération
interrégionale INTERREG IV B, pour monter que le patrimoine peut étre un support du tourisme durable.

En Suisse, I'année 2016 sera « I'année du jardin », avec une concentration de manifestations et événements
autour des jardins et parcs.

En Angleterre, « The Capability Brown Festival » est prévu pour 2016.

Aux Pays-Bas, un événement national « la journée du parc (de la ville) » est organisé le dernier dimanche
du mois de mai ou le premier juin, et de nombreuses associations organisent également des manifestations
au niveau local.

Les autorités de tutelle, les modes et moyens de protection, de conservation et de gestion sont trés
différents d’'un pays a l'autre mais beaucoup de pays organisent des manifestations et des actions de
sensibilisation vers un public large autour des parcs et jardins.

Proposer des « rendez-vous européens aux jardins » peut étre une maniere de fédérer les énergies autour
de ce theme.

Poland organises occasional promotional openings in major historic gardens (Muskau, Krakow).

Finland participates in scientific studies and exchanges particularly with French or German associations.

Sweden inventories and protects historic gardens which are moreover open to the public.

In Bulgaria, the “Parks Festival” at Veliko Tarnovo was financed by an inter-regional co-operation programme
under INTERREG IV B to show that the heritage can be a medium of sustainable tourism.

In Switzerland, the year 2016 will be “Garden Year” with a concentration of functions and events relating to
gardens and parks.

In England, “The Capability Brown Festival” is scheduled for 2016.

In the Netherlands, a national event “Urban Park Day” is organised on the last Sunday of May or on 1 June,
and many associations also hold events at local level.

The supervisory authorities and the modes and means of protection, preservation and management differ
greatly from one country to another, but many countries organise events and awareness-raising actions
aimed at a wide public and relating to parks and gardens.

Proposing “European garden encounters” may be a way of uniting energies on this theme.
