The project “Youth for Democracy in Ukraine” is
a part of this Action Plan which is built on previous
experience and fruitful bilateral co-operation
between the Council of Europe and the Ministry in
charge of youth policy in Ukraine. The project will
strengthen youth participation and civicengagement
of young people in both rural and urban settings by
enabling youth policy stakeholders to improve the
quality of youth policy and youth work based on the
Council of Europe standards.

2021 and based on standards of the Council of Europe
in the youth field, notably the Recommendations of
the Committee of Ministers on:

local level and to carry out youth work based on civic
engagement and youth participation approaches.

During the training seminar the representatives of
the local teams of the project partner communities
jointly explored and discussed:

¢ therole of young people in the life of the community
and the community in the life of young people
(opportunities and areas of responsibility);

e inclusive approaches in youth policy and youth work,
recognising the value of the participation of different
youth groups;

e standards and approaches of the Council of Europe
and the legislation of Ukraine in the field of youth policy
and youth work, the ability to apply them in practice;

e the potential of youth councils and youth centres
to strengthen youth participation and their possible
impact on making decisions related to the lives of
young people in the community;

¢ legal framework regulating certain issues of the work
of youth centres;

e forms and methods of youth work, and approaches
to non-formal education, in particular.

The teams of the communities reviewed the results of a
study on the state of youth policy and needs conducted
by the research team of the Council of Europe project
in ten partner communities in February-March 2021.
These results enabled the communities’ teams to dis-
cuss the relevance of the ideas proposed for implemen-

o The project consulted a gender adviser of the Council
of Europe Office in Ukraine. This ensured gender-sen-
sitive methodology of the research and identified the
needs of local decision-makers in designing better gen-
der-sensitive youth policies at local level.

mmm The component aims at promoting intercultural
dialogue through youth policy and youth work
programmes and to empower minority groups for
participation in local and regional life. It includes
activities for further strengthening social inclusion
and anti-discrimination policy measures at local level
by holding youth activities with the participation
of minorities groups and young people affected by
conflicts.

Young people who face discrimination and representa-
tives of publiclocal authorities, youth organisations and
organisations working with young people in Ukraine
(23 women, 3 men) took part in a training-seminar on
preventing and combating discrimination in the field
of youth policy and youth work on 26-29 August 2021.

The training-seminar is based on Council of Europe
standards and tools to combat discrimination against
young people. Participants got acquainted with the
National Strategy for Creating a Barrier-Free Space
in Ukraine for the period up to 2030. The goal of the
Strategy is to create a barrier-free environment for all
groups, to ensure equal opportunities for everyone
to exercise their rights, to receive equal services by
integrating physical, informational, digital, social and
civic, economic and educational access into all areas of
public policy. It is expected that the results of discus-
sions during the training-seminar will be used in the
further development and implementation of an action
plan for the implementation of the Strategy.

During the training-seminar, participants had the
opportunity to learn and discuss legislation, new initia-
tives and best practices to prevent and combat discrim-
ination with a focus on youth. It was also suggested
to prepare a collection of practices for preventing and
combating discrimination in youth work and youth
policy to facilitate the exchange of experience in the
field of youth in Ukraine.
