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YET ANOTHER GOLDEN BEAR FOR EURIMAGES!

STRASBOURG, 27/02/2018 – The Jury of the 68th edition of the Berlinale chaired by Tom Tykwer awarded the Golden Bear to the film Touch Me Not by Adina Pintilie, a Eurimages-supported co-production between Romania, Germany, Czech Republic, Bulgaria and France, which also received the GWFF Best First Feature Award.

The Silver Bear for Outstanding Artistic Contribution went to Elena Okopnaya for costume and production design in the Eurimages-supported Russian-Polish co-production Dovlatov by Aleksey German Jr.; this film also obtained the Berliner Morgenpost Readers’ Jury Award.

It is the 3rd Golden Bear after Grbavica by Jasmila Zbanic in 2006 and Bal by Semih Kaplanoglu in 2010 which has been awarded to a Eurimages-supported international 
co-production. 
Among the awarded Eurimages-supported titles of the Berlinale are also the beautiful Fortuna by Germinal Roaux (CH, BE) which received both the Cristal Bear for Best Film and the Grand Prix of the Generation 14plus International Jury for best feature-length film, as well as the German-Austrian co-production STYX by Wolfgang Fischer (DE, AT) awarded the Ecumenical Jury Prize in the Panorama section, the Label Europa Cinemas, and the Heiner Carow Prize.
The Eurimages Fund is delighted with this success which not only celebrates daring cinema but also pays tribute to women in the industry. Through these films, the Fund demonstrates its commitment to both fostering cinematographic creativity and gender equality, notably on the basis of the new Council of Europe recommendation launched at a panel during the Berlinale.
