• Approved in 2018 by the Council of Ministers

• 1st MS to adopt nationally the EU Action Plan

• Elaborated and signed by 5 Ministries
+ Environment Section of the Prosecutor-General’s Office

Spanish Action Plan against WT



Characteristics:

• Same structure as the EU Action Plan:

3 priorities, objectives, actions & expected results

• Differs from it:

- it only develops the 26 actions assigned to MMSS

- in turn, assigns them to the competent unit of the
competent ministery

Collaboration SEPRONA – MITECO  

• Operative Protocol of  collaboration:

- Organization of  training courses (ivory, woods, preparation 

for operations)

- Expert conservation reports to complement court files

- Development of  genetic & biochemical, and C14 dating

analysis

- Identification of  seized specimens

- Logistic support with seized CITES live animals 

Result: significant boost on policial operations 

higher contribution of science to investigations
