« Shaftesbury ranked 22" out of 582 wards with regards to
multiple deprivation measure

* (2010/11) 5.2% of South West NRA school leavers had no
GCSE qualifications — an improvement from 25% in
2004/05

* South West NRA decrease of school leavers going into
higher education from 22.2% in 2005/06 to 5.2% in 2010/11

* 5+ (inc English & Maths) — Inner South Belfast NRA
28.1%, non NRAs — 63.6%

* School leavers with no GCSEs — 2004/ 05 12%, 2010/11
5.3%

*School leavers in Inner South Belfast NRA are 3 times
(15.8%) more likely to be unemployed/ unknown than those
in non NRAs (5%)
