By letter dated 21 October 1994, Spain specified its declaration to 

article 9 of the Convention:

"Spain declares that it excludes the application of the procedure 

provided under Article 9.1.b) in the case of being the administering 

State”. 

Spain only adapts the sentence when its nature or duration is 

incompatible with the Spanish law (if the penalty exceeds the 

maximum prescribed by the Spanish Penal Code).

General rules on early release: Conditional release is not automatic. 

According Article 90 of Spanish Criminal Code:
1. Probation shall be established in sentences of imprisonment for convicts 

who fulfil the following circumstances:

a) Who have attained pre-release penitentiary treatment; (3º grade)

b) Who have served three quarters of the sentence handed down;

c) Who have a record of good conduct and when the convicts have an 

individual favourable assessment of social reinstatement, issued in the final 

report foreseen in Article 67 of the General Penitentiary Organic Law..

The preceding circumstance shall not be deemed to have been fulfilled if 

the convict has not paid the civil liability arising from the felony, in the 

cases and pursuant to the criteria established under Article 72.5 and 6 of 

the General Penitentiary Organic Act.

Spain doesn't accept the transfer of residents, except of those 

who are from countries that have signed the Agreement on the 

application between the Member States of the European 

Communities of Convention of the Council of Europe on the 

transfer of sentenced persons (Brussels, 25 May 1987).
