Dear Mr. Gnatovskyy,

Let me express my sincere compliments and extend my gratitude to you and the members
of the delegation for various recommendations, comments and requests formulated in the
report adopted by CPT after its visit to Georgia.

Corresponding to the requests invoked by the CPT delegation on the situation of A, a life-
sentenced prisoner accommodated in penitentiary establishment N7, I would like to
inform you on the following:

Immediately after your observations, the issue became one of the priorities for the
Ministry. The special working group (consisting of the representatives of Medical, Legal,
Penitentiary and International Relations Departments) was created to find solution for
the problem. As a first step, the request based on the assessment of prison psychiatrists for
further consideration and final decision for A’s transfer to the psychiatric hospital to
undergo involuntary treatment had been once again sent to the Tbilisi City Court.
Unfortunately the ministry again received negative answer, stating that any transfer is
possible only after official evaluation from State Forensic Bureau. The ministries of
Labour, Health and Social affairs and Corrections initiated the work on legal amendments
to eliminate shortcomings in legislation and practice in Psychiatric healthcare. An expert
of the Council of Europe is actively involved in the process in order to bring Georgian
legislation in line with European standards. The work should be finalized by the end of
year. At the same time after numerous consultations with specialists, the legal ground was
found to invite representatives of the State Forensic Bureau to conduct ambulatory
assessment of A. A psychiatrist and a social worker started intensive communication with
A in order to convince him to cooperate with administration for his wellbeing.
Unfortunately, due to the fact A is afraid to get in contact with outside world because of
fear of revenge (for the crimes he committed previously), he categorically refused to agree
to leave his cell even for few days. Instead he agreed to cooperate with the administration
in maintaining his cell in clean and good sanitary conditions.

At this moment the main problem regarding A is solved. The conditions, under which he
is kept, cannot be considered as inhuman and degrading anymore. He is physically fit,
regularly washes himself, wears clean clothes and his cell is clean and in good sanitary
conditions. On this issue he is cooperative with administration. (Attached please find the



photo of A in his cell) At the same time the ministry is waiting for the results of the
official ambulatory assessment (11.08.2015) conducted by the State Forensic Bureau.
After forensic bureau declares that A requires involuntary treatment, The Ministry has
max 48 hours to address the court on this matter. The Court should make decision within
24 hours. We will keep you updated on this issue.

At last we would like underline that the Ministry of corrections started working on
comments and actions regarding other recommendations of the European Committee for
the Prevention and Torture and Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (CPT).

Dear Mr. GNATOVSKYY,

On behalf of The Ministry of Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia, I want to express my
gratitude to the members of European Committee for the Prevention of Torture and Inhuman or
Degrading Treatment or Punishment for their visit in Georgia on December 1-11t%h, 2014 and
subsequent presentation of the report. We have studied your remarks, comments and

recommendations in detail.

The emergency measures described in the preliminary assessment report were implemented
immediately after the completion of the visit. Detailed information was communicated to you on
April 6 and May 14.

Necessary measures have been developed for the successful implementation of long-term and short-
term recommendations: disinfection of the psychiatric institution has been carried out. The ongoing
work involves the installation of doors and windows in main psychiatric wards, toilets and shower

rooms which will soon be completed.

As for long-term solutions of the problem, particularly regarding the change of the legal form and
definition of the owner for "Acad. B. Naneishvili national Center for Mental Health", the final

decision has been made in support of the privatization.

Ministry of Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia established the following conditions and

obligations concerning the privatization of state-owned shares:

a) The investor must permanently maintain the medical profile of the facility and provide
appropriate services in the area of TB and Mental Health; should implement the full package
of services provided in the framework of the state program on "mental health", outpatient and
inpatient services, which includes acute case management, as well as long-term in-patient
services. Also should maintain involuntary psychiatric inpatient services and also patient care
for mental and behavioral disorders caused by alcohol consumption, and housing for persons

with mental disorders.



b) On the estate of the same LTD, should arrange at least 700 (seven hundred) bed medical
facility, in accordance with the norms defined by the Georgian legislation and best
international practice.

c) Should ensure the construction of additional two (2) units of 2400 square meters, their

equipment, furbishing and implementation of construction and rehabilitation works in
accordance with the Georgian legislation and international best practices, while these
processes are ongoing the facility should ensure the providing services continuously.

d) For the implementation of above mentioned project the investor should make an investment
of at least 5 000 000 GEL (five million) within 48 (forty-eight) months;

e) Considering the priority of the field and the sensitivity of the project, the minimum amount
of shares should remain in the state ownership in order to maintain the possibility of

oversight on the implementation of the project and on medical processes.

Based on the above mentioned, the Ministry of Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia will
continue to work on legal and technical procedures for successful implementation of

recommendations laid out in report.

In response to your letter 00908376 dated October 19, concerning the report of the Committee for
the Prevention of Torture and Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment, we would like to
inform you that issues referred to in the report were partially addressed by the Ministry of Defense
and relevant units of the armed forces. Further work is ongoing in order to fully eliminate problems

emphasized by the Committee, namely:

e Issues related to protection and control of personal hygiene of military servicemen is
regulated. Servicemen have unlimited access to showers during the hours defined by the
daily schedule;

o The work on the elimination of a problem related to the lack of sufficient space in places of
deprivation of liberty is ongoing;

e A project envisaging the enlargement of windows in cells of facilities of deprivation of
liberty is being developed;

e Consultations concerning the necessity of installation of complaints boxes in the facilities of

deprivation of liberty are ongoing;

Furthermore, we would like to inform you that problems reflected in the report mostly concern the
improvement of infrastructure, which is closely tied to financial issues. Nevertheless, the Ministry
of Defense and structural units of the General Staff are sparing no efforts in order to effectively react

on existing problems and eliminate them with resources available at hand.

Development of an Individual Plan for Enforcement of a Sentence

Chapter I
Risk Assessment of the Convict and Development of Individual Plan for

Enforcement of a Sentence in the Probation Bureau

Article 1. General Provision

1. The goal of risk assessment of the convict and development of an individual plan for
enforcing of a sentence by the Legal Entity of Public Law (LEPL) National Agency for
Enforcement of Non-Custodial Sentences and Probation (hereafter, the Agency) is to prevent

recidivating and ensure re-socialization of the convict (their integration in the community).

2. The Agency accomplishes the goal envisaged by Paragraph 1 of this Article through its
territorial bodies, Bureaus of Enforcement of Non-Custodial Sentences and Probation
(hereafter, the Probation Bureaus), based on developing risk assessments of the convict and

individual plans for enforcement of sentences in an electronic form.

3. The following principles shall be observed in course of making risk assessments of the
convict and developing individual plans: respect the human honor and dignity; equality

before the Law; and independence of the Multi-disciplinary team.



Article 2. The Procedure for Making Risk Assessment of the Convict and Developing an

Individual Plan for Enforcement of a Sentence in the Probation Bureau

1. A Multi-Disciplinary Team shall carry out risk assessment of the convict against whom
conditional sentences are imposed and the adult convict and develop an individual plan of

sentence enforcement in observance of the Form defined in Annex 2 to the Order.

2. As a rule, Multi-Disciplinary Team shall consist of a Probation Officer, a Social Worker
and a Phycology. Multi-Disciplinary Teams are set up on the territory over which the
Probation Bureau has its jurisdiction and where services of a Social Worker and a
Psychologist are provided.

3. On the territory over which the Probation Bureau has its jurisdiction and where services
of a Social Worker and a Psychologist are not provided, a Probation Officer shall carry out
risk assessment of the convict and develop an individual plan for enforcement of a sentence.
In this case the Probation Officer shall fill out only the first part of the Risk Assessment
Form.

4. Risk assessment and individual plan for enforcement of a sentence shall not be carried out
for the convicts whose probation terms are less than 2 months after he is explained the rights
and obligations protocol and for the convicts whose probation terms are less than 4 months, a
Probation Officer shall carry out risk assessment according to the rules defined in Paragraph
3 of this Article.

5. The general term of the making risk assessment of the convict except the case envisaged
by Paragraph 4 of Article 5 and Paragraph 4 of Article 6, shall be determined by 32 business
days which his calculated from the date of explaining the rights and obligations protocol to

the convict.



If the convict temporarily changes his location according to the rules defined in the Law of
Georgia on Procedure for Enforcing Non-custodial Sentences and Probation, this period shall

be included in calculation of the general term of risk assessment.

6. The Probation Officer shall start assessing the risk of the convict from the date of
explaining the rights and obligations protocol to the convict and within 7 business days shall
fill out the following Items and all the Items in Part 1 of the Risk Assessment Form for the
Convict:

a) Item 1. General information about the convict — in full;

b) Item 2. Criminal behavior of the convict — in full;

c) Item 3. The lodging of the convict and living conditions, relations, way of life and health —
only Item 3.10;

d) Item 4. Education, work experience and economic condition of the convict — in full;

e) Item 5. Relations of the convict (alcohol, drugs, gambling, etc.) — in full;

f) Item 6. Mentality and behavior of the convict — only Item 6.1.

7. According to the rules established by Item 6 of this Article the risk of harm level shall be

identified after filling in Part 2 of the Form.

Article 3. Determining the Risk of Harm Level

1. The risk of harm level may be low, moderate and high.

2. The risk of harm level shall be determined based on the sum of the points assigned to
information fields included in Part 2 of the Risk Assessment Form for the convicted juvenile:
a) Low Level — the sum of points from 0 through 5;

b) Moderate Level — the sum of points from 6 through 39;

c) High Level — the sum of points 40 and more.



3. Each field of information included in Part 2 of the Risk Assessment Form for the convict is
assessed by the following points based on the answers entered:

Nel Information Field Yes - 40 points No — 0 point

Ne2 Information Field Yes - 40 points No — 0 point

Ne3 Information Field Yes - 40 points No - 0 point
Ne4 Information Field Yes - 40 points No — 0 point

Ne5 Information Field Yes - 10 points No — 0 point — There is doubt - 1 point
Ne6 Information Field Yes -10points No —0 point - There is doubt — 1point
N7 Information Field Yes - 10 points No -0 point - There is doubt — 1point

Ne8 Information Field Yes -40points  No—0 point - There is doubt-5 points

N°9 Information Field  Yes - 40 points No - 0 point - There is doubt-5

Ne10 Information Field Yes - 10 points No — 0 point - There is doubt — 1point

Article 4. The Procedures to be Performed when the Low Risk of Harm Level is Determined

1. In case the risk of harm level is determined to be low, the Probation Officer shall fill out
the remaining items in the Risk Assessment Form for the Convict.

2. When completing the assessment envisaged by Paragraph 1 of this Article, the Probation
Officer shall determine the likelihood of committing a crime repeatedly by the convict based
on the analysis of the information entered in the Items 2.5; 3.4; 3.12; 4.8; 5.12 and Item 6.6
of Part 1 of the Risk Assessment Form for the Convict in combination with the risk of harm
indicator.

3. In case the risk of harm level is determined to be low, the Probation Officer shall develop

independently an individual plan for enforcement a sentence.



4. In case the risk of harm level is determined to be moderate, if necessary, and necessarily in
case of the risk harm level is determined to be high, the Probation Officer shall immediately
apply to the Head of Probation Bureau/Head of the Group of Probation Officers in regard of
making an appointment of the convict with a Social Worker/Psychologist.

5. The Head of Probation Bureau/Head of the Group of Probation Officers shall forward the
notification envisaged by Paragraph 4 of this Article to a relevant Social
Worker/Psychologist who shall meet the convict no more than two times during 7 business
days starting from the date of his [the convict’s] next reporting in the Probation Bureau and
shall complete the Forms envisaged by Annex 3 and 4.

6. The Social Worker/Physiologist shall submit the Form filled in according to the procedure
envisaged by Paragraph 5 of this Article to the Probation Officer and a Multi-Disciplinary
Team consisting of the Social Worker/Physiologist shall convene, which shall produce an
individual plan for enforcement a sentence within 5 business days and shall explain it to the
convict on the day of his next reporting in the Probation Bureau.

7. The Probation Officer shall produce the record established by Annex 5 of this Order at a

meeting of the Multi-Disciplinary Team.

Article 5. The Procedures to be Performed the Moderate Risk of Harm is Determined

1. If a high risk of harm is identified, the Probation Officer shall immediately apply to the
Head of the Probation Bureau/ Head of the Group of Probation Officers, in regard of getting
a Social Worker involved in the risk assessment process of the convict, and the Head will
assign the case to a relevant Social Worker.

2. After the case is assigned to the Social Worker, the Social Worker shall meet with the
convict no more than 3 times within 12 business days from the date when the convict

reports next time at the Probation Bureau. In case of necessity, and at the consent of the



convict, out of these 3 appointments, the Social Worker shall make one home visit of the
convict and shall complete the following items of the first part of the Risk Assessment:
a) Item 3. The lodging and living conditions of the convict, his relations and the way of

living and health — in full, except Item 3.10.

b) Item 5. Dependencies of the convict (alcohol, drugs, gambling, etc.) — only Item 5.12.

c) Item 6. The mentality and behavior of the convict —in full.

3. The Probation Officer shall coordinate the date and time of the first meeting of the Social
Worker with the convict.

4. In case of special necessity if the time period envisaged by Paragraph 2 of this Article is
not sufficient to assess the convict, in agreement with the Probation Officer, the Social
Worker shall apply to the Head of the Probation Bureau/Head of the Group of Probation
Officers with the request to extend the time period. The additional time period may be
extended by no more than 7 business days.

5. In course of the assessment if the Social Worker identifies the need for a psychologist to
meet the convict, the Social Worker shall apply to the Head of the Probation Bureau/Head of
the Group of Probation Officers who shall send a relevant request to the psychologist to act
upon and shall notify the Probation Officer thereof. The Social Worker shall coordinate the
date and time of the first meeting of the psychologist with the convict.

6. The Multi-Disciplinary Team, which convenes and acts in accordance of Paragraph 6 and

7 of Article 4 of this Order, shall determine the likelihood of recidivating.

Article 6. The Procedures to be Performed the High Risk of Harm Level is Determined

1. In case the risk of harm level is determined to be high, the Probation Officer shall

immediately apply to the Head of the Probation Bureau/ Head of the Group of Probation



Officers, in regard of getting a Psychologist involved in the risk assessment process of the
convict, and the Head will assign the case to a relevant Psychologist.

2. After the case is assigned to the Psychologist, the Psychologist shall meet with the convict
no more than 3 times within 12 business days from the date when the convict reports next
time at the Probation Bureau. In case of necessity, and at the consent of the convict, the
Psychologist shall make the first visit at home of the convict and shall complete the
following items of the first part of the Risk Assessment:

a) Item 3. The lodging and living conditions of the convict, his relations and the way of
living and health — in full, except Item 3.10

b) Item 5. Dependencies of the convict (alcohol, drugs, gambling, etc.) — only Item 5.12.

c) Item 6. The mentality and behavior of the convict — in full.

3. The Probation Officer shall coordinate the date and time of the first meeting of the
Psychologist with the convict.

4. In case of special necessity if the time period envisaged by Paragraph 2 of this Article is
not sufficient to assess the convict, in agreement with the Probation Officer, the Psychologist
shall apply to the Head of the Probation Bureau/Head of the Group of Probation Officers
with the request to extend the time period. The additional time period may be extended by
no more than 7 business days.

5. In course of the assessment if the Psychologist identifies the need for a Social Worker to
meet the convict, the Psychologist shall apply to the Head of the Probation Bureau/Head of
the Group of Probation Officers who shall send a request to a relevant Social Worker to act
upon and shall notify the Probation Officer thereof. The Psychologist shall coordinate the
date and time of the first meeting of the Social Worker with the convict.

6. The Multi-Disciplinary Team, which convenes and acts in accordance of Paragraph 6 and

7 of Article 4 of this Order, shall determine the likelihood of recidivating.



Article 7. Individual Plan for Enforcement of a Sentence

1. A Multi-Disciplinary Team shall work out an individual plan for enforcement of a
sentence (hereafter, the Plan) and in the case envisaged by Paragraph 3 and 4 of Article 2 of
this Order, the Probation Officer shall work it out based on the recommendations envisaged
in Item 9 of Part 1 of the risk assessment of the convict, in the form established by Annex 6
to this Order.

2. The Probation Officer shall complement the plan developed by a Multi-Disciplinary Team.
3. The plan envisaged by Paragraph 1 of this Article shall be coordinated with the convict
which shall be confirmed by the signature of the convict. If the convict refuses to sign the
plan, a relevant statement explaining the reason for the refusal is made in the document.

Refusal to sign the plan does not hamper its implementation.

Article 8. Rehabilitation Programs

The convicted juvenile shall participate in the rehabilitation programs by risk levels of harm

and by the likelihood of recidivating in the following manner:

a) In case of a low risk of harm and low likelihood of recidivating, participation of the
convict in rehabilitation programs may be voluntary;

b) In case of a low risk of harm and moderate likelihood of recidivating, participation of the
convict in rehabilitation programs may be both voluntary and mandatory;

c) In case of a low risk of harm and high likelihood of recidivating, participation of the
convict in rehabilitation programs may be both mandatory and voluntary;

d) In case of a moderate risk of harm and low likelihood of recidivating, participation of the
convict in rehabilitation programs may be both mandatory and voluntary;

e) In case of a moderate risk of harm and moderate likelihood of recidivating participation of

the convict in rehabilitation programs may be both mandatory and voluntary;



f) In case of a moderate risk of harm and high likelihood of recidivating participation of the
convict in rehabilitation programs may be both mandatory and voluntary;
g) In case of a high risk of harm and low likelihood of recidivating participation of the
convict in rehabilitation programs may be both mandatory and voluntary;
h) In case of a high risk of harm and moderate likelihood of recidivating participation of the
convict in rehabilitation programs may be both mandatory and voluntary;
i) In case of a high risk of harm and high likelihood of recidivating participation of the

convict in rehabilitation programs may be both mandatory and voluntary.

Article 9. Monitoring of the Plan and Supervision of the Conditions of the Convicted

Juvenile after the Implementation of the Plan

1. Monitoring of the plan shall be carried out at the final stage of the plan implementation in
order to evaluate the outcomes of the activities identified for the convict in the Plan.

2. A person/persons responsible for achieving the goal as identified in the plan shall carry
out monitoring of the plan implementation.

3. If the person responsible for achieving the goal is a Probation Officer, the form identified
in Annex 7 to the Order shall be completed in course of monitoring and if the person
responsible for achieving the goal is a Social Worker or a Psychologist, the Form given in

Annex 3, 4 and 8 to the Order shall be completed in course of monitoring.

4. In order to evaluate the monitoring results of the plan implementation, a Multi-
Disciplinary Team shall convene within 5 business days from the deadline of implementing
the plan and it shall also identify a person/persons responsible for providing supervision of
the condition of the convict after the plan is implemented.

5. The documents envisaged by Paragraph 3 of this Article shall be presented to the

Probation Officer at a meeting of the Multi-Disciplinary Team.



6. If the probation period determined for the convict is 18 months or less, after the
implementation of the plan the condition of the convict shall be supervised once every 3
months, and if the probation period exceeds 18 months, he shall be supervised once every 6
months.

7. In case the plan did not envisage the obligation of the convict to participate in
rehabilitation programs, after the implementation of the plan, only the Probation Officer
shall carry out supervision in the manner as defined in Annex 7 to the Order, and if
participation of the convict in rehabilitation programs was mandatory in the plan, after the
implementation of the plan, along with the Probation Officer a person/persons identified in
observance of Paragraph 4 of this Article shall carry out supervision in the manner envisaged
in Annex 3 and 4 to the Order.

8. In course of monitoring the implementation of the plan or providing supervision of the
condition of the convict after the implementation of the plan, if there is such a change in the
life of the convict which essentially changes his condition, in coordination with the
Probation Officer, the Multi-Disciplinary Team shall immediately amend the plan or work
out a new plan.

9. The Multi-Disciplinary Team shall amend the plan or work out a new plan within 5
business days from the date they convene in observance of Paragraph 3 of Auricle 6 of this

Order.



Chapter II
Risk Assessment of the Convict and Development of an Individual Plan for

Enforcement of a Sentence in a Penitentiary Institution

Article 10. The Procedure for Making Risk Assessment of the Convict and Developing an

Individual Plan for Enforcement of a Sentence in a Penitentiary Institution

1. A Multi-Disciplinary Team shall carry out risk assessment of the convict and develop an
individual plan of sentence enforcement in observance of the Form defined in Annex 9 to
the Order for an adult convict.

2. A Multi-Disciplinary Team shall consist of an Officer from the Enforcement Service
(hereafter, the Enforcement Officer), an Officer from Rehabilitation Service (hereafter the
Rehabilitation Officer) and a rehabilitation officer with the specialty in psychology
(hereafter, the Psychologist).

3. The general term for risk assessment of the convict shall be 15 business days which shall
be calculated from the date when the rights and responsibilities protocol is explained to the
convict.

4. The Enforcement Officer shall commence risk assessment of the convict from the date of
explaining the rights and responsibilities protocol to the convict and meets no more than 3
times with 5 business days. The Enforcement Officer shall fill out the following Items in the
Risk Assessment Form:

a) Item 1. General information about the convict — in full;

b) Item 2. Criminal behavior of the convict — in full;
c) Item 3. The lodging of the convict and living conditions, relations, way of life and health —

only Items 3.6; 3.7 and 3.8.



5. After the Risk Assessment Form of the Convict is filled out in observance of the procedure
defined in Article 4 of this Article, the Enforcement Officer shall apply immediately to the
Head of the Enforcement Service who will refer the given case to the Rehabilitation and
Education Program Office.

6. Upon receiving the referral the Head of the Rehabilitation and Education Program Office
shall provide for participation of a relevant rehabilitation officer in the risk assessment
process. The rehabilitation officer shall meet no more than 3 times with the convict within 5
business days and shall fill out the following items involved in the Risk Assessment Form:

a) Item 3. The lodging of the convict and living conditions, relations, way of life and health —
Items 3.1;3.2;3.3;3.4 and 3.5.

b) Item 4. Education, work experience and economic condition of the convict — in full;

7. After the Risk Assessment Form of the Convict is filled out in observance of the procedure
defined in Article 6 of this Article, the Rehabilitation Officer shall apply immediately to the
Head of the Rehabilitation and Education Program Service who will refer the given case to a
relevant Psychologist.

8. After a case is assigned to the Psychologist, she shall meet no more than 3 times with the
convict within 5 business days and shall fill out the following Items included in the Risk
Assessment Form:

a) Item 5. Dependencies of the convict (alcohol, drugs, gambling, etc.) —in full;

b) Item 6. The mentality and behavior of the convict —in full.

9. When a Rehabilitation Officer is involved in the risk assessment process of the convict, the
time of his first meeting with the convict shall be coordinated by the Enforcement Officer
and when a Psychologist is involved in the process, the time of his first meeting with the

convict shall be coordinated by the Rehabilitation Officer.



Article 11. Meeting of a Multi-Disciplinary Team

Within 2 business days from the completion of the risk assessment of the convict in
observance of the procedure defined in Article 10 of this Order, a Multi-Disciplinary Team
shall convict which shall determine the risk of harm level of the convict and likelihood of
recidivating and shall develop an individual plan for enforcement of a sentence within 3

business days from the meeting.
The risk of harm level may be low, moderate and high.

Risk of harm levels shall be defined based on the sum of the points assigned to Sub-items 2.2,
2.9 and 2.10 of Item 2, Sub-items 3.7 and 3.8 of Item 3, Sub-items 5.1 and 5.2 of Item 5 and
Sub-items 6.1, 6.4 and 6.5 of Item 6:

a) Low Level — Sum of points — from 0 through 5;

b) Moderate Level — Sum of points — from 6 through 39

c) High Level — Sum of points — 40 and more.

The sub-items envisaged by Paragraph 3 of this Article, shall be assessed by following points

based on the responses provided:

Ne2.2 Sub-item Yes - 40 Points No - 0 Point

Ne2.9 Sub-item Yes - 40 Points No - 0 Point

N°2.10 Sub-item Yes - 40 Points No - 0 Point

Ne3.7 Sub-item Yes - 10 Points No - 0 Point - there is doubt -1 Point
Ne3.8 Sub-item Yes - 40 Points No - 0 Point - there is doubt -5 Point
Ne5.1 Sub-item Yes - 10 Points No - 0 Point - there is doubt -1 Point
Ne5.2 Sub-item Yes - 40 Points  No - 0 Point

Ne6.1 Sub-item Yes - 40 Points  No - 0 Point - there is doubt -5 Point



Ne6.4 Sub-item Yes - 10 Points No - 0 Point - there is doubt -1 Point
Ne6.5 Sub-item Yes - 10 Points No - 0 Point - there is doubt -1 Point

A Multi-Disciplinary Team shall determine likelihood of recidivating by the convict based
on the analysis of the information entered against Sub-items 2.11;3.9;4.5;5.6 and 6.8 of the

Risk Assessment Form of the convict in combination with the risk of harm indicator.

The Enforcement Officer shall preside over a meeting of the Multi-Disciplinary Team who

shall produce the record defined in Annex 5 to the Order.

Article 12. Individual Plan for Enforcement of a Sentence

1. A Multi-Disciplinary Team shall work out an individual plan for enforcement of a
sentence in the manner identified in Annex 6 of the Order.

2. The Enforcement Officer shall complement the plan developed by a Multi-Disciplinary
Team.

3. The plan envisaged by Paragraph 1 of this Article shall be coordinated with the convict
which shall be confirmed by the signature of the convict. If the convict refuses to sign the
plan, a relevant statement explaining the reason for the refusal is made in the document.

Refusal to sign the plan does not hamper its implementation.

Article 13. Rehabilitation Programs

The convicted juvenile shall participate in the rehabilitation programs:
a) In case of a low risk of harm and low likelihood of recidivating, participation of the
convict in rehabilitation programs may be voluntary; the Rehabilitation Officer shall provide

for it;



b) In case of a low risk of harm and moderate likelihood of recidivating, participation of the
convict in rehabilitation programs may be both voluntary and mandatory; the Rehabilitation
Officer shall provide for it;

c) In case of a low risk of harm and high likelihood of recidivating, participation of the
convict in rehabilitation programs may be both mandatory and voluntary; the Psychologist
Officer shall provide for it;

d) In case of a moderate risk of harm and low likelihood of recidivating, participation of the
convict in rehabilitation programs may be both mandatory and voluntary; the Rehabilitation

Officer shall provide for it;

e) In case of a moderate risk of harm and moderate likelihood of recidivating participation of
the convict in rehabilitation programs may be both mandatory and voluntary; the
Rehabilitation Officer shall provide for it;

f) In case of a low risk of harm and high likelihood of recidivating, participation of the
convict in rehabilitation programs may be both mandatory and voluntary; the Psychologist

Officer shall provide for it;

g) In case of a moderate risk of harm and low likelihood of recidivating, participation of the
convict in rehabilitation programs may be both mandatory and voluntary; the Psychologist

Officer shall provide for it;

h) In case of a moderate risk of harm and moderate likelihood of recidivating participation of
the convict in rehabilitation programs may be both mandatory and voluntary; the
Psychologist Officer shall provide for it;

i) In case of a low risk of harm and high likelihood of recidivating, participation of the
convict in rehabilitation programs may be both mandatory and voluntary; the Psychologist

Officer shall provide for it.



Article 14. Monitoring of the Plan and Supervision of the Conditions of the Convicted

Juvenile after the Implementation of the Plan

1. Monitoring of the plan shall be carried out at the final stage of the plan implementation in
order to evaluate the outcomes of the activities identified for the convict in the Plan.

2. A person/persons responsible for achieving the goal as identified in the plan shall carry
out monitoring of the plan implementation.

3. If the person responsible for achieving the goal is an Enforcement Officer, the form
identified in Annex 7 to the Order shall be completed in course of monitoring and if the
person responsible for achieving the goal is a Rehabilitation Officer or a Psychologist, the
Form given in Annex 3, 4 and 8 to the Order shall be completed in course of monitoring.

4. In order to evaluate the monitoring results of the plan implementation, a Multi-
Disciplinary Team shall convene within 2 business days from the deadline of implementing
the plan and it shall also identify a person/persons along with the Enforcement Officer
responsible for providing supervision of the condition of the convict after the plan is
implemented.

5. The documents envisaged by Paragraph 3 of this Article shall be presented to the
Enforcement Officer at a meeting of the Multi-Disciplinary Team.

6. After the implementation of the plan the condition of the convict shall be supervised once
every 1 month.

7. In case the plan did not envisage the obligation of the convict to participate in
rehabilitation programs, after the implementation of the plan, only the Probation Officer
shall carry out supervision in the manner as defined in Annex 7 to the Order, and if
participation of the convict in rehabilitation programs was mandatory in the plan, after the
implementation of the plan, along with the Enforcement Officer a person/persons identified
in observance of Paragraph 4 of this Article shall carry out supervision in the manner

envisaged in Annex 3 and 4 to the Order.



8. In course of monitoring the implementation of the plan or providing supervision of the
condition of the convict after the implementation of the plan, if there is such a change in the
life of the convict which essentially changes his condition, in coordination with the
Enforcement Officer, the Multi-Disciplinary Team shall immediately amend the plan or
work out a new plan.

9. The Multi-Disciplinary Team shall amend the plan or work out a new plan within 3
business days from the date they convene in observance of Paragraph 3 of Auricle 7 of this

Order.



Tips for Obtaining Information Necessary to Complete the Risk of Harm Form

As to how informative responses to the questions included below will be, depends to a greater extend on how effectively a Social
Worker conducts an interview. For an interview process a comfortable, secluded environment and empathic attitude towards the beneficiary
is necessary and at the same professional distance needs to be maintained. It is important to establish trustful relations between a
respondent and an interviewer, which facilitates adaptation of the beneficiary under the stressful environment and increases credibility of
the information obtained.

Risk of Harm Form consists of two parts and 10 items. The first part consisting of Items 1-8 determines the level of risk of harm and
the second part consisting of Items 9-10 determines the self-harm risk level. The Form consists of 31 questions. Information obtained is
entered by choosing answers (Yes; No; in some cases — there is doubt).

Let’s consider the part of the Form on inflicting harm to others. This part consists of 8 information fields.

Information Field 1: The juvenile has committed a violent crime with malice aforethought (including, domestic, sex offense)
Information Field 2: The juvenile committed a violent crime repeatedly

To fill in these Fields you do not ask questions to the beneficiary rather you rely on the decision of the Parole Commission or on the
court judgment. Consequently, you will enter the response based on this information.

Information Field 3: The juvenile is a member of a criminal group the activities of which are related to violent behavior

In this field you identify what was the role of the beneficiary when behaving violently
v Was a leader planning, managing criminal activities through violent way; or
v" Was an implementer, who carried out criminal activities through violence.

Question 1: Do you easily influence a person or a group of persons?

Question 2: Have you caused harm to anybody under the influence of another person or by being coerced by another person?




M When asking Question 1 you clarify how characteristic it is for the beneficiary to influence a person/persons through
violence or to commit a violent action. To enter an answer in this field, you shall rely on one of the following information
sources: a decision of the Parole Commission, a court judgment, information provided by the beneficiary and/or by an
outside source. If the information provided by the beneficiary differs from the decision of the Parole Commission or from the
court judgment, you will give a priority to the latter. If neither the decision of the Parole Commission or the court judgment
include such information, and the information provided by the beneficiary and by an outside source differ, select an answer
based on common sense and personal conviction. If the response of the beneficiary is convincing, select a relevant answer in
the information field.

8 Ifthe beneficiary asks what is meant by ‘influence’, you can explain that it is the behavior that changes others’ attitude, and
behavior towards other persons, events or towards himselt/herself.

By asking the second question you identify how easily the beneficiary is influenced/has been influenced by another person’s bad
influence, which led to his violent behavior. To enter an answer in this field, you shall rely on one of the following information sources: a
decision of the Parole Commission, a court judgment, information provided by the beneficiary and/or by an outside source.

M 1f the information provided by the beneficiary differs from the decision of the Parole Commission or from the court
judgment, you will give a priority to the latter.

|ZI If neither the decision of the Parole Commission or the court judgment include such information, and the information
provided by the beneficiary and by an outside source differ, select an answer based on common sense and personal
conviction.

M 1f the response of the beneficiary is convincing, select a relevant answer in the information field.

Information Field 4: [The beneficiary]* has the experience of drugs abuse in the recent two years which is related to a violent behavior!

Violence is any action, a word that may insult, harm the person or violate the statutory rights of the person. It suppresses one’s will and personal inviolability, dignity and

Question: Have you had a conflict in your family or outside your family as a result of [alcoholic] beverages or other substances in the recent
2 years?

This will help you clarify if a conflict situation arisen after the substance abuse was followed by violent behavior of the beneficiary. The
field is to identify as to what extent the beneficiary is inclined to violent behavior. One case or even an exceptional case does not mean that
we have a positive answer YES. We are to focus on his violent behavior and not on a conflict, which may be both constructive and
destructive. To enter an answer in this field you shall rely on any of the information sources: the information provided by the Penitentiary
Department, the court judgment, the beneficiary and/or an outside source.

M 1f the information provided by the Penitentiary Department or the court judgment verifies this information then you
automatically check the answer YES.

M 1f there is no such information, you shall rely on the information provided by the beneficiary or by an outside source.

M 1f the information provided by the beneficiary differs from the information provided by an outside source, choose the answer
based on the common sense.

8 Ifthe beneficiary gets interested as to what is a conflict, you can explain that it is a disagreement of persons with opposing interests,
demands or opinions?. In our context a conflict shall be linked to violent behavior.

Information Field 5: Has a provocative, conflict behavior (behavior disorder) or hostile attitude.

Question 1: Are you easily irritated when for instance somebody disagrees with you or when you cannot make another person understand

what you say?
Question 2: Do you have explosive personality? Have you confronted with some problems because of your explosive personality?

To enter an answer in this field you shall rely on the information provided by the beneficiary and/or an outside source. It is important
that this field identifies as to what extent the beneficiary manages his behavior and emotions; what is his attitude towards a




different/opposing opinion. Have you observed his aggressive behavior? In order to answer this information field it is interesting to have
information about his conviction by Article 257 of the Criminal Code of Georgia.

M 1n case of positive answers to both of the questions, the answer in the information field will be YES.

M 1f the information provided by the beneficiary or his reaction does not allow you to choose either YES or NO response, choose the
answer ‘there is doubt’.

If the beneficiary gets interested as to what is aggressive behavior, you can explain that it is intentionally violent (physical,
psychological, or social) behavior demonstrated by a person when relating with other persons.

If'the beneficiary gets interested what is irritation, you can explain that it is a strong reaction to any event/fact/attitude.

If the beneficiary gets interested what is explosive character you can explain that it is impulsiveness, lack of verbal and/or physical
self-control.

Information Field 6: The juvenile has violent behavior towards his family at home, and towards the child.

Question 1: Do you feel pity when a person or a child is beaten up?
Question 2: When you are angry do you often break some items or do you often hit somebody to scare or damage him/her?

To enter an answer in this field you shall rely on the information provided by the Penitentiary Department, the beneficiary and/or
an outside source. If the beneficiary feels pity in the situations described in Question 1 and 2 then he is not a potential violent offender. If
the beneficiary considers that it is acceptable to physically insult a child (for instance, to raise an ear, slap, etc.) as it is an accepted practice in
our reality and does not share the opinion that it is violence, it means that he is a potential violent offender (but may not resort to this
method of raising at the moment). In case of a positive answer to Question 2, you will focus on frequency of this behavior and specify if he
breaks or not some items in order to scare or harm somebody. If this happens frequently, then a violent trend is obvious. And if his answers
are not convincing, you will have ground for doubt that he is potentially a violent offender.

M 1n case of a positive answer, choose YES.

M 1fa response of the beneficiary even to one question raises your doubt regarding his violent behavior, though you are not sure, then
choose the answer ‘there is doubt’.




Information Field 7: The juvenile has a transmissible disease ® and refuses to be treated

Question 1: Do you believe that a person with a transmissible disease shall get treatment by all means (if he can afford it) and take care for
safety of others?
Question 2: Does his serious condition of health allow him to take care for safety of others?

To enter an answer in this field you shall rely on the information of the Penitentiary Department and the information provided by
the beneficiary and/or an outside source and/or the certificate on his health condition. In this part it is important to focus on the attitude of
the beneficiary towards transmissible diseases. The following aspects are to be taken into consideration:

v" The person with a transmissible disease internationally ignores safety measures, does not get treatment and tries to spread the
disease;
v" The person with a transmissible disease does not care about his health and is a spreader of the disease.

M 1f the answer allows you to think that a person takes his responsibility towards his and other persons’ health, choose the answer NO.
M 1 you have doubt that the person does not recognize the threats associated with his diseases for others, choose the answer YES.

M 1t you know that the beneficiary has a transmissible disease (for instance, based on the information included in the Medical Form
100 or on the information provided by the Penitentiary Department or based on his personal statement) and he refuses to be treated,
chose the answer YES.

M 1 according to the medical certificate the person has a disease but you are not sure if he is getting medical treatment, choose the
answer ‘there is doubt’.

M 1f the diagnosis for the person is known, you are to ask him where he is registered for treatment and what medications he receives. If
you observe that he is confused as to where and how he gets treatment, it will raise your suspicion that he is not getting any
treatment and you will choose a respective answer ‘there is doubt’.

M 1f the beneficiary takes his responsibility but he cannot afford to be treated, choose the answer ‘there is doubt’.

Information Field 8: The juvenile has a diagnosis of psychological problems/disorders or signs of psychological problems, disorder,
which are related to violent behavior.

*HIV, TB, C Hepatitis




Question 1: Are you frequently irritated without a reason?

Question 2: Do you frequently have a feeling that others do not understand you?

Question 3: Have you frequently done something without giving thought that you later regretted?
Question 4: Do you think that you are to deal always physically with injustice?

To enter an answer in this field you shall rely on the information of the Penitentiary Department, or the information provided by
the beneficiary and/or an outside source and/or the certificate on his health condition. For instance, we can interpret the answer to the first
question in the following way: if the person gets irritated by statements of one or several persons, it is not alarming, but if he is irritated by
everybody’s behavior, then it is worthy of notice. Or, for instance, the answer to the fourth question can be interpreted in the following
way: if the person deals physically with an injustice action once or several times during his lifetime, this does not give us the ground to think
that he is necessarily a violent offender or has psychological problems but if he frequently acts in this way, we should be concerned.

M 1t you have only one positive answer from the first three answers, choose the answer NO.

M Choose the answer in the field ‘there is doubt’ in case of combining any of the three answers with the positive answer to the
fourth one.

M Choose the answer in the field ‘there is doubt’ in case of combining any two questions with positive answers.
M Choose the answer in the field ‘there is doubt’ in case of a positive answer to the fourth question.

M 1n case of positive answers to all the questions, choose answer YES.

From here we start determining the self-harming risk level. This part consists of two information fields with 17 questions. #9
Information Field includes a screening instrument with 11 questions.

Information Field 9: Destructive trends are obvious. For instance, attempted suicide, self-harming, and extreme forms of protest.

When entering an answer in this field you are to use the screening instrument. You ask the beneficiary if he has had the following
changes during the recent 3 - 6 months.

Information Field 10: Alcohol, drugs and/or gambling abuse is obvious.

Question 2: Have you lost money in gambling?

Question 3: Have you ever had to borrow money because you lost in gambling?

Question 4: Do you think that drugs/alcohol is a mean to relieve stress/tension?

Question 5: Do you think that the problem of drugs/alcohol abuse can be overcome easily?




Question 6: Have you ever needed assistance from a specialist? By this question you clarify if he had thought to apply to a specialist (to
doctors of various specialization, such as a psychologist, psychiatrist, narcologist{drug abuse doctor], etc.), even though he could not have an
appointment with a doctor due to different reasons (financial difficulties, did not have time, etc.)

M The combination of positive answers to any two questions, except 1 and 3, gives the ground to choose the answer ‘there is doubt’ in
the information field.

M Positive answers to Question 1 and 3 give the ground to choose the answer YES in the information field.
M In case of a negative answer to Question 5 and a positive answer to Question 6, choose the answer YES.

|ZI In case of a positive answer to Question 5, choose the answer ‘there is doubt’ in the information field.
