Reykjavik Summit represented “"new impetus”, according to Marc Cools, President of

Congress of Local and Regional Authorities [21-10-2024] Agence Europe

Interviewed by Agence Europe on 16 October, Marc Cools explains the role of the Congress of
Local and Regional Authorities, which he chairs, a year and a half after the Council of Europe
Summit in Reykjavik and a month after Alain Berset took office as the Organisation’s new
Secretary General. (Interview by Véronique Leblanc) Agence Europe - From the start of his
mandate last September, the new Secretary General of the Council of Europe, Alain Berset, has
made Ukraine one of his top priorities. What role can the Congress play in this?

Marc Cools - Before the war of aggression launched by Russia, we were supporting a
decentralisation process in Ukraine. Since February 2022, martial law has led to strong
recentralisation. Our role is to plan for the post-war period so that we can relaunch the initial
process.

This was confirmed to me last May during my visit to the summit of Ukrainian cities and regions.
The mayor of Kyiv told me that we had to be ready, because the window of opportunity would
be short after the war.
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We have been supporting Ukrainian local authorities since the beginning of the conflict, and at
this session, we focused on the destruction of Ukraine’s cultural heritage, which is part of the
Russian Federation’s denial of the country’s existence.

Alain Berset also announced an “Action Plan for the revitalisation of democracy” and referred to
the Declaration of the fourth Council of Europe Summit, held in Reykjavik in May 2023. What
impact has the Summit had on the Congress?

It was very important for the Council of Europe, which was losing momentum, and for the
Congress. You could say there’s a new impetus.

As far as we are concerned, the Final Declaration stressed the importance of the territorial
dimension in the implementation of democracy, human rights and the rule of law. Actions
followed, and human and financial resources were put in place.

Our budget has increased [approx. 20% - editor’s note] and, from a more structural point of
view, the “Centre of Expertise for Governance” - a body tasked with carrying out cooperation
initiatives, including training, with local elected representatives - has been integrated into the
Congress.

In his speech to the plenary session of our assembly on Tuesday, Alain Berset assured us that
we would be involved in implementing this Action Plan.

What are your priorities as President of the Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the
Council of Europe?

I would mention the dialogue with democratic forces in non-member countries such as Belarus,
where it is well underway, and Russia, where it will begin next month; the establishment of a
political dialogue between representatives of the Republic of Cyprus and Northern Cyprus; and
the creation of “permanent guest” status for election observation in Member States. This would
enable us to plan our missions and not be caught short by last-minute invitations that we can’t
honour.

Another of my wishes - still under consideration - is to create a process enabling non-member
states of the Council of Europe to join the European Charter of Local Self-Government. I'm
thinking in particular of Morocco, which has partner status for local democracy.

The Reykjavik Declaration also mentioned a greater role for the Congress in monitoring the
execution of judgments of the European Court of Human Rights. Where are you at with that?

After Reykjavik, a year and a half ago, we strengthened the dialogue on the execution of
judgments at local and regional level and created the post of permanent rapporteur for the
Congress on human rights. Gudrun Mosler-Térnstrém, of Austria, currently occupies this post
and carries out her duties with representatives of the Court’s Department for the Execution of
Judgments.

Previously, we had published manuals dedicated to human rights issues and organised debates
and exchanges of best practice on issues such as antisemitism and anti-Muslim hatred.

During our monitoring visits, we always meet human rights defenders, ombudsmen and civil
society.

Another theme addressed during the session was the revised European Charter on the
Participation of Young People in Local and Regional Life.
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It is due to be adopted in 2025 under the Maltese Presidency of the Committee of Ministers. At
this session, we celebrated the tenth anniversary of the initiative involving youth delegates in
our work.

This is important, because the active participation of young people is vital to the health of a
democratic society.

Representing the Union of Turkish Cypriot Municipalities, the delegation chaired by the Union of
Turkish Cypriot Municipalities and Mayor of Gizelyurt Mahmut Ozginar, Mayor of Girne Murat
Senkul, Mayor of Catalkdy-Esentepe Ceyhun Kirok, Mayor of Gonyeli-Alaykoy Hiseyin Amcaodlu,
Mayor of Lefkosa Turkish Municipality Mehmet Harmanci, Mayor of Girne Hiiseyin Kdle and Mayor
of Gonyeli-Alaykody Ferruh Dulgeroglu also took part.

During the meetings, issues such as local elections in Turkey, Russia’s war in Ukraine,
strengthening local and regional democracy, digitalization, artificial intelligence and regional
governance, as well as global issues such as rebuilding Ukraine and promoting the economy at
the local level were also discussed. In addition, the projects of the young delegates were
presented.

Girne Mayor Murat Senkul conveyed the work of Girne Municipality at the local and regional level
at the meetings. Mayor Senkul also served as the Representative of the Social Participation and
Human Dignity Committee.

The World Is Losing Ukraine’s Cultural Heritage due to Russian Aggression [19-10-

2024] Cyprus Daily News

Russia continues its deliberate policy of destruction not only military facilities, but also the
cultural heritage of Ukraine, which can be considered as a step to erase its national identity. In
October 2024, the Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the Council of Europe
condemned the destruction of more than 1,169 cultural heritage sites, including important
historical centers such as Lviv and Odesa, which are included in the UNESCO World Heritage
List. These attacks not only destroy material symbols of culture, but also the historical memory
of Ukraine.

According to the declaration of the Council of Europe, attacks on cultural sites during the war
violate the norms of international humanitarian law. These actions are considered part of a
systematic policy of destruction of the cultural and historical identity of Ukraine, which the signs
of genocide. The Congress underlined that the targeting and looting of cultural sites appeared
to reflect a systematic policy aimed at erasing Ukraine’s historical and cultural identity,
consistent with a genocidal intent. According to the Declaration, Russia must pay reparations;
in this context, the Ukrainian local and regional authorities have to promote the work of the
Register of Damage and in submitting claims to the Register.
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Among the most sad example is the destruction of the Mariupol Drama Theater, which became
a symbol of tragedy and death, when Russian air strike killed hundreds of civilians. In Kharkiv,
important cultural and educational institutions were damaged, such as the Kharkiv Art Museum
and the Korolenko State Scientific Library, one of the oldest and most important libraries in
Ukraine.

However, these are not the only examples. In the Chernihiv region, there are dozens of damaged
local and national monuments, the building of the Mykhailo Boichuk Kyiv State Academy of
Decorative-Applied Arts and Design was also destroyed. Mykhailo Boichuk, an artist repressed
by the Soviet regime, was one of the founders of Ukraine’s cultural revival. The destruction of
monuments to such prominent figures symbolizes Russia’s deliberate efforts to erase Ukrainian
cultural memory and identity.

In addition, the mass looting of museums and the destruction of archaeological sites appeared
to reflect a planned destructive policy of Russia. These actions are already being called the
largest theft of cultural property since the Nazi looting of World War II. In Sevastopol, on the
territory of Tauric Chersonesos, which is included in the UNESCO World Heritage List, Russian
authorities are constructing new buildings, while archaeological artefacts remain underground,
which is strongly criticised by the international community. The destruction of cultural sites and
attempts to rewrite history in the occupied territories are part of Russia’s strategy to impose the
“Russkiy mir” ideology to undermine Ukrainian identity. The destruction of monuments to Taras
Shevchenko, one of the key figures of Ukrainian culture, or repressed Ukrainian artists such as
Mykhailo Boichuk are attacks not only on objects, but on the cultural memory of the nation. Such
acts undermine the international humanitarian law and violate the commitments made by Russia
under UNESCO conventions, posing a threat not only to Ukraine, but to the entire global system
of cultural heritage protection.

Sitzungswoche in StraBburg hinter sich. Drei Reden hat er im Kongress der Gemeinden und
Regionen gehalten und ist beeindruckt, wie gut die Jugendbeteiligung auf europaischer Ebene
funktioniert.

Vor einem halben Jahr wurde Brian Baatzsch aus Ludersen als neues Mitglied des Europarats
ernannt. Der 28-jahrige Regions- und Landtagsabgeordnete der SPD, der auch im Springer
Stadtrat sitzt, reiste am Sonntag erstmals ins franzdsische StraBburg. Montagmorgen stand die
erste Sitzung fur ihn an. Die Diskussionen und Beratungen gingen bis Donnerstagabend.

Zurlick in Springe schwarmt Baatzsch vor allem von der gelebten Jugendbeteiligung des
Kongresses. Jedes der 46 Mitgliedslander habe die Madglichkeit, einen Jugendlichen
beziehungsweise jungen Erwachsenen in die Sitzungen zu entsenden. Diese Zuhérer sind
komplett in die Diskussion eingebunden und dirfen auf Augenhdhe mit den Politikern
debattieren. , Trotzdem haben die Gesprdche ein hohes Niveau und alles klappt reibungslos"®,
sagt Baatzsch.

Rede auf Deutsch

In einer seiner drei Reden vorm Europarat setzte er sich flr den Fortbestand des
Jugendprogramms ein: Die Form der Beteiligung kénnte nach zehn Jahren eingestampft werden.
Baatzsch erklarte in seiner Rede - die er Ubrigens auf Deutsch hielt: ,Ihr seid ein Teil der
Friedenswachter von morgen. Ihr schafft Verbindungen und Verknipfungen. Das ist das, wovon
Europa lebt."
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Da, wo er herkomme, so Baatzsch, ohne direkt Springe zu nennen, ,kampfen wir seit acht Jahren
daflr, dass es ein Jugendparlament geben soll*. Es sei ,verdammt wichtig, dass junge Menschen,
die sich politisch engagieren wollen, ernst genommen werden®.

Einziger Niedersachse

Wenn es landeribergreifend und trotz aller Sprachbarrieren mdglich sei, junge Menschen in die
Mitgestaltung einzubinden, misse das auch auf kommunaler Ebene gelingen, sagt der
Sozialdemokrat mit Blick auf den baldigen Start des heimischen Jugendparlaments.

In einer weiteren Rede vor dem Europarat befasste sich Baatzsch mit der demografischen
Entwicklung in Niedersachsen. Als einziger Niedersachse in dem Gremium zeichnete er ein Bild
davon, welche Probleme die Entwicklung hin zu einer zunehmend &lter werdenden Bevdlkerung
mit sich bringe.

Europarat hat drei Kammern

Baatzsch gehért zum ,Kongress der Gemeinden und Regionen Europas" - eine der drei Kammern
des Europarats. Weitere Kammern sind die Parlamentarische Versammlung und das
Ministerkomitee (bestehend aus den AuBenministern beziehungsweise deren Standige
Vertreter).

Der Europarat umfasst aktuell 46 Mitgliedstaaten mit 676 Millionen Birgerinnen und Bilrgern. In
dem ,Kongress der Gemeinden und Regionen™ wird Niedersachsen als ,Region" bezeichnet -
etwas irritierend flir Bewohner der Region Hannover.

du 'Congreés des pouvoirs locaux et régionaux' [19-10-2024] Agence Europe

Rencontré par Agence Europe le 16 octobre, Marc Cools précise le role du Congrées des pouvoirs
locaux et régionaux qu’il préside. Un an et demi apres le Sommet du Conseil de I'Europe a
Reykjavik et un mois apreés la prise de fonction d’Alain Berset, nouveau Secrétaire général de
I’Organisation. (propos recueillis par Véronique Leblanc) Agence Europe - Dés le début de son
mandat en septembre dernier, le nouveau Secrétaire général du Conseil de I'Europe, Alain
Berset, a mis I'Ukraine au premier rang de ses priorités. Quel role peut jouer le Congrés dans ce
cadre ?

Marc Cools - Avant la guerre d’agression lancée par la Russie, nous accompagnions un processus
de décentralisation en Ukraine. Depuis février 2022, la loi martiale a entrainé une
recentralisation trés forte. Notre role est de prévoir |'aprés-guerre pour relancer le processus
initial.

C’est ce qui m’a été confirmé en mai dernier, lors de ma visite au sommet des villes et régions
d’Ukraine. Le maire de Kiev m’a dit qu'il faudrait étre préts, car la fenétre d’ouverture serait
courte aprés la guerre.

Nous accompagnons les collectivités ukrainiennes depuis le début du conflit et, lors de cette
session, nous avons mis un focus sur la destruction du patrimoine culturel ukrainien, destruction
qui s'inscrit dans la négation de I’'existence de ce pays par la Fédération de Russie.

Alain Berset annonce par ailleurs un « Plan d’action pour la revitalisation de la démocratie » et
se réfere a la Déclaration du quatriéme Sommet du Conseil de I’'Europe, qui s’est tenu a Reykjavik
en mai 2023. Quel impact a eu le Sommet sur le Congrés ?
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Il a été trés important pour le Conseil de I’'Europe, qui s’essoufflait, et pour le Congrés. On peut
parler de nouvel élan.

En ce qui nous concerne, la Déclaration finale a insisté sur l'importance de la dimension
territoriale dans la mise en ceuvre de la démocratie, des droits humains et de |’Etat de droit. Les
actes ont suivi, des moyens humains et financiers ont été mis en place.

Notre budget a augmenté [+/- 20%, NDLR] et, d'un point de vue plus structurel, le « Centre
d’expertise pour la gouvernance » - organe chargé de mener des actions de coopération,
notamment des formations, auprés d’élus locaux - a été intégré au Congres.

Dans son discours de mardi devant la pléniére de notre assemblée, Alain Berset a assuré que
nous serions associés a la mise en ceuvre de ce Plan d’action.

Quelles sont vos priorités a vous, en tant que président du Congrés des pouvoirs locaux et
régionaux du Conseil de I'Europe ?

Je mentionnerais le dialogue avec les forces démocratiques de pays non membres tels que la
Biélorussie, ou il est bien engagé, et la Russie, pour laquelle il débutera le mois prochain, la mise
en place d'un dialogue politique entre des représentants de la République de Chypre et de Chypre
du Nord ainsi que la création d’un statut d’« invité permanent » pour |'observation des élections
dans les Etats membres. Cela nous permettrait de programmer nos missions et de ne pas étre
pris de court par des invitations de derniere minute impossibles a honorer.

Un autre de mes souhaits - toujours a I'étude - est de créer un processus permettant a des
Etats non membres du Conseil de I'Europe d’adhérer a la Charte européenne de |I'autonomie
locale. Je pense notamment au Maroc, qui a le statut de partenaire pour la démocratie locale.

La Déclaration de Reykjavik mentionnait également un réle accru du Congrés dans le suivi de
I’exécution des arréts de la Cour européenne des droits de I’'homme. OU en est-on ?

Aprés Reykjavik, il y a un an et demi, nous avons renforcé le dialogue sur I'exécution des arréts
au niveau local et territorial et créé un poste de rapporteur permanent du Congrés sur les droits
humains. L’Autrichienne Gudrun Mosler-T6érnstrom I'occupe actuellement et méne ses missions
avec des représentants du département de |I'exécution des arréts de la Cour.

Auparavant, nous avions déja publié des manuels dédiés a la question des droits humains et
organisé des débats avec échanges de bonnes pratiques sur des questions telles que
I'antisémitisme ou la haine anti-musulmans.

Dans nos visites de monitoring, nous rencontrons toujours les défenseurs des droits, les
médiateurs et la société civile.

Autre théme abordé durant cette session, la Charte européenne révisée sur la participation des
jeunes a la vie locale et régionale, ol est-on ?

Son adoption est prévue, sous présidence maltaise du Comité des ministres, en 2025. Lors de
cette session, nous avons célébré le dixieme anniversaire de l'initiative impliquant des délégués
jeunes dans nos travaux.

C’est important, car la participation active de la jeunesse est indispensable a la santé d'une
société démocratique.

The Council of Europe Calls for Strengthening the Strategic Partnership with Morocco

[18-10-2024] L'observateur du Maroc et d'Afrique

Gathered at a summit in Brussels on October 17 within the framework of the Council of Europe,
the heads of state and government of the 27 EU member states reaffirmed the "great value" the
EU places on its strategic partnership with Morocco.

The European Council also reiterated the need to preserve and continue strengthening close
relations with the Kingdom in all areas of the Morocco-EU partnership.

This is the third time, since the ruling by the Court of Justice of the EU two weeks ago, that the
EU has reaffirmed this commitment at the highest level.
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European Commission President Ursula von der Leyen and EU High Representative Josep Borrell
had previously reaffirmed, in a joint statement, the bloc’s commitment to further preserve and
strengthen close relations with Morocco in all areas, in accordance with the principle of "pacta
sunt servanda."

This commitment was reiterated this week by the EU's chief diplomat, who chaired the EU Foreign
Affairs Council, emphasizing the "immense value" the EU places on the strategic partnership
with Morocco.

All these official affirmations and reaffirmations show that the EU Court of Justice’s decision is,
and will remain, without effect on the EU’s relations with Morocco. It has merely been another
storm in a teacup. Moreover, it has provided Europeans the opportunity to reaffirm their desire
to move forward with the Kingdom and give new momentum to cooperation in various fields.

A few days ago, the head of EU diplomacy had reiterated that the 27 "wish to deepen the
partnership between Morocco and the EU, which is a long-standing, enduring, very dense, and
deep partnership." This intent was just reconfirmed by the Council of Europe.

Gemeinden und Regionen des Europarates. «Ich wurde dort vor einigen Tagen auf das
Spuckverbot angesprochen», sagte sie am Donnerstag vor der Gemeindeversammlung.

Diese hatte dann aber gar kein Bedurfnis, sich zum Thema zu dussern. Ohne jegliche Diskussion
nahmen die 120 Stimmberechtigten im revidierten Polizeigesetz das Spuckverbot auf.
Stattdessen redeten sie ausflihrlich Gber ein anderes Reizthema: Feuerwerk.

Der Gemeinderat hatte gerne nicht nur wie bisher am Bundesfeiertag und an Silvester das
Bollern zugelassen, sondern auch am Banntag — wohl im Glauben, dass das ein Bediirfnis sei.
Doch der ehemalige Prasident der Birgergemeinde, Hans-Ulrich Studer, erklarte, seit dreissig
Jahren knalle es am Banntag nicht mehr. «Mit der Bestimmung im Reglement wirden wir es
manchen Leuten schmackhaft machen, dass es wieder knallt.»

Muttenz behalt die Hundegeblhr bei

Die Mehrheit folgte ihm. Der ehemalige FDP-Gemeinderat Peter Issler hatte gerne das Ablassen
von larmigem Feuerwerk komplett verboten, doch das scheiterte knapp. Ebenfalls abgelehnt
wurde ein generelles Verkaufsverbot von Feuerwerk. Gemeinderatin Salome Lidi adusserte
Zweifel, ob die Gemeinde sowas einflihren drfe.

Zu reden gegeben hatte im Vorfeld die Idee des ehemaligen FDP-Prasidenten Daniel Schneider,
auf die Hundegeblhr zu verzichten. Trotz seines leidenschaftlichen Pladoyers, bei dem er bis ins
Mittelalter zurtickging, hatte das Anliegen keine Chance. Mit der Politplakatierung behandelte die
Gemeindeversammlung schliesslich ein weiteres Aufregerthema. Neu sind vor Urnengangen nur
noch zwei Plakate pro Kandelaber erlaubt. Die Parteien sprechen sich untereinander ab, wie viele
Plakate sie insgesamt aufhangen.

Nachtparkgebihr soll in allgemeine Gemeindekasse fliessen

Das gewichtigste Thema kam ganz zum Schluss zur Sprache: Gemeinderat Alain Bai (FDP)
kindete an, die Rechnung 2024 werde mit einem Minus von 4 bis 6 Millionen Franken
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abschliessen. Budgetiert war ein Defizit von 2 Millionen. Als Griinde nannte Bai hohere Beitrage
an die Alters- und Pflegeheime (+2,5 Millionen Franken) aufgrund eines
Bundesgerichtsentscheids, den Finanzausgleich (+1 Million) und den Asylbereich (+1 Million,
abzuglich 0,8 Million Kompensationen).

Bolgesel Yonetimler Kongresi (AYBYK), Tulrkiye'de kadinlarin siyasette yeterince temsil
edilmedigi go6zleminden yola cikarak, yerel planda karar makamlarina katilimlarinin artiriimasi
amaciyla asgari ylizde 30 aday kotasi uygulanmasi tavsiyesinde bulundu.

Karar, AYBYK'nin 31 Mart 2024 yerel secgimleriyle ilgili bugliin Strasbourg'da tartisilip oylanan
gdzlem raporunda yer ald.

AYBYK Genel Kurulu'nda 4'e karsi 65 oyla kabul edilen rapor ve tavsiye kararinda, Turkiye'deki
son yerel secimlerde kadin belediye baskani ya da il genel meclis Gyesi aday oraninin sadece
ylzde 15,7 olduguna isaret edilerek, kimi siyasi partilerin belediye baskanhdgi icin "neredeyse hig
kadin aday gostermedigi" kaydedildi.

Raporda, 2019 yerel secimleri sonunda belediye baskanlarinin sadece ylizde 3'Unun, belediye
meclis Uyelerinin ylizde 11'inin, muhtarlarin ise ylzde 2'den biraz fazlasinin kadin oldugu
hatirlatildi.

31 Mart segimlerinde ise segilen buylksehir belediye baskanlari, il belediye baskanlari, ilge
belediye baskanlari, belediye meclis Gyeleri ve muhtarlarin yizde 14,7'sinin kadin oldugu, 5
blyUksehir (Diyarbakir, Eskisehir, Tekirdag, Gaziantep, Aydin), 6 il ve 64 ilcede kadinlarin
yonetimde goérev aldigi not edildi.

40'larda olan belediye baskan sayisinin bu segimlerde 75'e yikseldigini hatirlatarak, "Tabii ki gok
az bu sayi. Bunun yukseltilmesi icin Avrupa Konseyi'nin onerilerine ve diyaloglarina acgik bir
sekilde yolumuza devam etmemiz gerekir" ifadelerini kullandi. CHP tim segimler icin ylzde 33
olan kadin ve genglik kotasini gelecek 10 yil iginde ylzde 50'ye gikarmayi hedefliyor.

Rapor ve kararda neler var?
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AYBYK kararinda 31 Mart secimlerinin genel olarak dizenli ve iyi bicimde yonetildigi not edildi.
Secim kampanyasinin "rekabetgi" ve 2016 darbe girisiminden bu yana dlizenlenen segimlere
oranla adaylara daha az kisitlamalar getirilen, givenlik konularina daha az odaklanilan ve daha
az catismaci bir ortamda gerceklestigine vurguda bulunuldu.

Secime katilim oraninin yiksek olmasini "vatandaslarin yerel ve bdlgesel demokrasiye
baglliginin gostergesi" olarak dederlendiren AYBYK, secmen kitiklerine kayit igin tic aylik ikamet
sarti ve mobil sandik uygulamalarini pozitif gelisme olarak not etti. Ilk secim sonuglarinin,
yonetimin el degistirdigi il ve ilgeler dahil, adaylar tarafindan derhal kabullenilmis ve yeniden
sayim islemlerinin hizla yapilmis olmasi da karar metninin pozitif hanesinde yer aldi.

Secim Kurulu'nun (YSK) bagimsizligi ve tarafsizligi konusunu, se¢cmen listelerinin dogruluguyla
ilgili tartismalari, resmi olarak sadece 10 glin suren segim kampanyasini, idari kaynaklarin iktidar
partisi adaylar tarafindan kottye kullanildidi iddialarini, siyasi parti ve kampanya finansmaniyla
ilgili standartlarin yeterince uygulanmiyor olmasini, kayyum atamalarini ve ifade, 6rgitlenme ve
medya 6zgurliglne getirilen kisitlamalan" raporun negatif hanesine ekledi.

Council of Europe Congress urges Georgia to reverse anti-human rights legislation [ 18-

10-2024] European Interest

The Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the Council of Europe has urged the Georgian
authorities to reverse recently adopted anti-human rights legislation. It emphasised the need to
maintain political pluralism and protect human rights, warning that any actions undermining
democracy would harm local self-government.
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The Congress reminded Georgia of its obligations under the Reykjavik Declaration of May 2023,
stating that failure to comply could lead to accountability measures from the Council of Europe.

In a declaration following an urgent debate, Congress Vice-President Xavier Cadoret expressed
concern over democratic backsliding, increased societal polarisation, and new legislation counter
to Council of Europe standards.

The Congress called for adequate protection of human rights, stressing that local authorities
should not be forced to violate these rights or implement anti-democratic policies. It reitarated
that it remains committed to constructive dialogue with Georgian authorities and support their
efforts to uphold human rights, the rule of law, and democracy.

Council of Europe Calls for Democratic Integrity in Georgia Amid Concerns Over

Backsliding [18-10-2024] The Messenger Online

The Council of Europe's Congress of Local and Regional Authorities passed a declaration titled
"The situation in Georgia," with 76 votes in favor, 10 against, and 6 abstentions. The declaration
reflects deep concerns over the evident signs of democratic backsliding and the erosion of human
rights in the country.

The Congress expressed alarm at the increasing polarization within Georgian society and the
enactment of legislation that contradicts Council of Europe standards. This includes the
controversial law on transparency of foreign influence and an anti-LGBTI legislative package.
Such developments have drawn condemnation from the Congress President and other Council
of Europe bodies.

The Congress Monitoring Committee, in a statement from July 2, 2024, noted a significant risk
of Georgia deviating from democratic norms. There are rising concerns about attacks,
intimidation, and various pressures on those expressing dissenting opinions.

The declaration underscores worries regarding the Georgian authorities' dedication to upholding
European democratic principles. The upcoming parliamentary elections on October 26, 2024,
and local elections in 2025, make it crucial to foster an environment that allows all citizens to
participate fully and equally in political life.

The Congress emphasized the importance of local authorities in representing citizens' voices on
both local and national issues. It asserted that these authorities must be able to exercise self-
government without fear of persecution, regardless of their political affiliations.

There is a reiterated need for robust protection of human rights and fundamental freedoms,
including non-discrimination and freedom of assembly. Local authorities should not be compelled
by law to violate these rights or implement anti-democratic policies that hinder inclusivity and
peaceful coexistence.

The Congress urged Georgian authorities to revoke the anti-human rights legislation and to avoid
actions that could further polarize society or threaten political pluralism.

The Congress committed to pursuing constructive political dialogue with the Georgian
government, planning a high-level visit once a new government is formed post-elections.

The Congress will continue to back the efforts of Georgian authorities and civil society in
promoting democracy and the rule of law at the local level.

The declaration stressed that Georgian authorities must fulfill their obligations under the
Reykjavik Declaration, adopted during the 4th Summit of Heads of State and Government of the
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Council of Europe, with accountability measures in place for any failures to respect these
commitments.

CoE calls for 30 pct gender quota in local Turkish politics [18-10-2024] Turkish Minute

The Congress of Local and Regional Authorities (CLRAE), operating under the Council of Europe
(CoE), urged Turkish authorities in a recent report to introduce a 30 percent gender quota to
bolster women’s representation in local politics and election administration, Deutsche Welle’s
Turkish service (DW Tulrkge) reported on Thursday.

Established in 1994, the CLRAE acts as the voice of Europe’s regions and municipalities in the
CoE. It promotes the strengthening of local and regional democracy in all CoE member countries
by carrying out monitoring missions of the local and regional authorities in member states and
preparing reports on the situation in the country concerned.

The recommendation on the gender quota was one of the key proposals adopted by the CLRAE
on Thursday, based on the findings of the report from the congress mission to observe local
elections in Turkey on March 31, 2024.

The election observation mission was led by David Eray from Switzerland, with Vladimir Prebilic
from Slovenia serving as the deputy chair. Both of them are Turkey co-rapporteurs at the CLRAE.

According to DW, the co-rapporteurs reported that women aren’t well represented in local politics
in Turkey, since only 15.7 percent of all candidates for mayor and provincial and municipal
councilor were women, with some parties presenting close to no women for mayoral offices.

The report stated that there are currently no legal gender quotas for candidates or reserved
seats for women in Turkey, although some parties have implemented voluntary quotas. It
highlighted the pro-Kurdish Peoples’ Equality and Democracy Party (DEM Party) for its
“ambitious” system that requires co-mayors of different genders when winning a mayoralty.
Other parties, such as the main opposition Republican People’s Party (CHP) and the nationalist
IYl (Good) Party, have 30 percent and 25 percent quotas, respectively, but these quotas are
often not met, according to the monitoring report.

Acknowledging the efforts of parties to increase women’s participation in local politics, the
delegation found progress to be slow, with women and youths still “underrepresented.” The
delegation recommended introducing a 30 percent gender quota and incentives to enhance youth
participation in decision-making roles and election administration.

The last time Turkey held local elections was March 31.

Across Turkey’s 81 provinces, female candidates won in only 11 of them, six of whom were from
the CHP, four from the DEM Party and one from the ruling Justice and Development Party (AKP).

Female candidates were elected in only 61 out of the 922 district municipalities.

The CHP became the first party with the highest number of elected women mayors, with 32,
followed by the DEM Party with 31 and the AKP with eight.

The far-right Nationalist Movement Party (MHP), an ally of the AKP, had only one woman mayor
elected on March 31.
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Council of Europe Congress Declaration on Georgia [18-10-2024] Jam News

The Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the Council of Europe has adopted a critical
declaration regarding Georgia.

The declaration criticizes the current democratic processes in the country and highlights
challenges related to strengthening local self-government, democracy, and the rule of law.

The document states that problems have emerged in the functioning of Georgia’s democratic
institutions, violating European standards. These issues particularly concern the work of the
independent judiciary, the improvement of the electoral system, and media freedom. The
criticism also addressed the increasing pressure from the government on the non-governmental
sector, civil society, and media.

The declaration reiterated the need for Georgia to fulfill its commitments if the country intends
to continue its integration into Euro-Atlantic structures.

Declaration of the Congress

1.The Congress expresses deep concern about the democratic regression and the weakening of
human rights in Georgia, manifested in increased societal polarization and the adoption of
legislative acts that contradict the standards of the Council of Europe. These developments were
condemned by the President of the European Congress, including in connection with the
introduction of a package of laws on the transparency of foreign influence and anti-LGBT
legislation, as well as by other bodies of the Council of Europe and the international community.

2.Moreover, the Monitoring Committee of the Congress, in its statement of July 2, 2024, noted
Georgia’s retreat from democratic norms and standards, exacerbated by attacks, intimidation,
and various forms of pressure on people expressing alternative opinions.

3.As a result, there is growing concern about the Georgian government’s commitment to
upholding European democratic principles and moving forward toward a European future based
on shared values of democracy, human rights, and the rule of law at all levels of governance.

4. In this context, considering the upcoming parliamentary elections on October 26 and the local
elections in 2025, it becomes even more important to create conditions that allow all citizens to
participate in society without discrimination, as well as to contribute to the political life of the
state at all levels of government peacefully and on equal terms.

5.The Congress emphasizes that local authorities are the voice of citizens on both local and
national matters, and their right to self-governance must be guaranteed without fear of
persecution or retaliation, regardless of the political views of their leaders and representatives.

6.The Congress reiterates the necessity of effective protection of human rights and fundamental
freedoms, including non-discrimination and freedom of assembly. Local authorities should not
find themselves in a position where they are legally obligated to violate human rights and
fundamental freedoms or enforce anti-democratic policies, which harm inclusivity, tolerance, and
peaceful coexistence in society.

7.Based on the above, the Congress once again calls on the Georgian authorities to repeal the
inhumane legislation and refrain from actions that further deepen societal polarization, threaten
political pluralism, violate human rights, or undermine the foundations of democracy, which
would be detrimental to local self-governance in Georgia. Georgia must return to the path of
democratic consolidation and recommit to protecting democratic principles and human rights.
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8.The Congress emphasizes its commitment to continuing a constructive political dialogue with
the Georgian authorities, particularly within the framework of a high-profile visit to Georgia that
the Congress plans to organize following the formation of the new government after the
parliamentary elections.

9.The Congress will continue to support criticism of the Georgian government at all levels,
working with civil society to protect human rights, ensure the rule of law, and promote
democracy at the level closest to the citizens.

10. The Georgian authorities must fulfill the obligations outlined in the Reykjavik Declaration,
adopted at the 4th Summit of Heads of State and Government of the Council of Europe.
Otherwise, Georgia may be held accountable by the bodies of the Council of Europe.

“Gli attacchi e i saccheggi dei siti culturali sembrano riflettere una politica sistematica volta a
cancellare l'identita storica e culturale dell'Ucraina, coerente con un intento genocida”, ha
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affermato il Consiglio, precisando che piu di un migliaio di siti culturali sono stati danneggiati o
distrutti dall'inizio della guerra.

Non € la prima volta che la guerra della Russia in Ucraina viene definita un genocidio dalle
autorita internazionali. Molti parlamenti nazionali europei lo hanno gia fatto, con il Consiglio
d'Europa che ha considerato il trasferimento forzato di bambini da parte della Russia come un
atto di genocidio nel 2023.

Di fronte a questa distruzione, i ministri si sono impegnati a “rimanere uniti nel difendere e
promuovere la resilienza e la rigenerazione della cultura e del patrimonio culturale ucraino,
materiale e immateriale”.

Nell'ultimo anno, la Russia ha modificato i regolamenti dei musei per dichiarare le loro collezioni
inseparabili, vietando la restituzione di qualsiasi oggetto culturale all'Ucraina.

Tiirkiye must revise restrictions on the right to vote and stand in elections, says

Council of Europe Congress

These were the key recommendations adopted by the Congress of Local and Regional Authorities
of the Council of Europe, based on the findings of the report of the Congress mission to observe
local elections in Turkiye on 31 March 2024.

Presenting the report, David Eray (Switzerland, R, EPP/CCE) and Vladimir Preblic (Slovenia, L,
SOC/G/PD) pointed out that the elections were conducted in a calm and professional manner,
despite deficiencies observed during the pre-election period and against the background of a
challenging economic situation and post-earthquake reconstruction. They commended the level
of commitment of voters and candidates to local democracy down to the level closest to the
citizens and welcomed the wide acceptance of results. They also noted that the electoral
campaign was highly competitive and offered voters with substantial alternatives, and welcomed
the fact that the post-electoral developments seemed to show a successful democratic transition
of power.

At the same time, the Congress delegation found that most 2019 Congress recommendations
remained unaddressed - in particular measures to guarantee an equal level playing field for all
candidates, which remain a prerequisite for genuine democratic elections at local and regional
levels. The campaign also remained excessively focused on national politics and marred by
widespread allegations of misuse of public resources and official positions. Finally, the Congress
delegation deplored the decision of the Ministry of the Interior to resort to controversial articles
of the Municipality Law to appoint a trustee in lieu of an elected mayor.

En présentant le rapport, David Eray (Suisse, R, PPE/CCE) et Vladimir Preblic (Slovénie, L,
SOC/V/DP) ont souligné que les élections s’étaient déroulées de maniére calme et
professionnelle, malgré les lacunes observées pendant la période préélectorale et dans un
contexte de situation économique difficile et de reconstruction post-séisme. Ils ont salué le
niveau d’engagement des électeurs et des candidats envers la démocratie locale, au plus prés
des citoyens, et ont accueilli I'acceptation large des résultats.

In a Declaration adopted after an urgent debate during its 47th session, presented by Congress
Vice-President Xavier Cadoret (France, L, SOC/G/PD), the Congress expressed deep concern
over clear signs of democratic backsliding and the weakening of human rights in Georgia, marked
by increased polarization of society and the enactment of legislation counter to Council of Europe
standards.

The Declaration reiterated the need for effective protection of human rights and fundamental
freedoms, including non-discrimination and freedom of assembly. Local authorities should not
be forced by law to violate human rights or implement anti-democratic policies that harm
inclusivity, tolerance, and peaceful coexistence within their communities. The Congress also
reaffirmed its commitment to constructive political dialogue with Georgian authorities,
particularly through a high-level visit to Georgia, and its continued support for efforts by
Georgian authorities, at all levels of government, in collaboration with civil society, to safeguard
human rights, uphold the rule of law, and promote democracy.

Council of Europe Congress declaration: Concern over democratic decline in Georgia

The Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the Council of Europe has issued a declaration
expressing deep concern over the democratic backsliding and weakening of human rights in
Georgia, warning of potential deviation from European democratic standards.
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In a recent declaration, the Congress of Local and Regional Governments of the Council of Europe
expressed regret over the clear signs of democratic decline in Georgia, emphasizing the country's
growing polarization and the implementation of laws that conflict with Council of Europe
standards. The declaration highlighted concerns regarding Georgia's future adherence to
democratic principles and human rights, particularly in light of the upcoming parliamentary and
local elections.

"The Congress deeply regrets the clear signs of democratic backsliding and weakening of human
rights in Georgia," the declaration stated. It mentioned increased societal polarization and laws
such as the "Foreign Influence Transparency" law and an anti-LGBT legislative package as
examples of concerning developments.

Moreover, the Congress reiterated its commitment to constructive dialogue with Georgian
officials but urged them to repeal anti-human rights laws and avoid actions that could worsen
polarization or harm political pluralism.

The declaration also pointed to the Congressional Monitoring Committee’s July 2024 statement,
which raised alarms about Georgia's possible departure from democratic norms. It stressed the
importance of ensuring all citizens can participate equally in political life, especially ahead of the
parliamentary elections on October 26, 2024, and local elections in 2025.

Otar Grigolia, the Chair of the ruling Georgian Dream party faction in Tbilisi City Assembly, on
Thursday said a declaration adopted by the Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the
Council of Europe created an “impression” the organisation had an “interest of influencing” the
upcoming general elections in the country.

The official’'s comment came during the Congress's 47th plenary session in Strasbourg, where
the declaration, on the situation in Georgia, expressed concerns over “signs of democratic
backsliding” in the country, “weakening of human rights” and “increased societal polarisation”
under the current administration.

Ninety-two delegates attended the session, of which 76 voted in favour of the declaration, 10
opposed it and six abstained, before initial discussions and debates, the Assembly said.

Commenting on the document, Grigolia claimed its timing and content could “serve as a political
tool” ahead of the parliamentary vote. It appears that the Congress of the Council of Europe is
interested in influencing Georgia's parliamentary elections. This will not strengthen democracy
either in Georgia or within the Congress itself”, he said.

The party official claimed the document could “further exacerbate existing divisions within
society” and “certain political groups might exploit it to their advantage just a week before the
elections”.

He further claimed “some of the facts” presented in the declaration were “incorrect or
exaggerated”, and reiterated the Georgian Government's “commitment” to working with
European structures.

We are dedicated to cooperation and dialogue. We will continue our long journey toward
European integration while addressing the challenges posed by the situations in Ukraine and the
Middle East”, he noted.
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The Congress’ 47th plenary session opened on October 15 and is set to conclude later on
Thursday.

Artur Lima em Estrasburgo

O vice-presidente do Governo Regional dos Acores, Artur Lima, discursou na sessao “Regides
com Estatuto Especial”, da Cdmara das Regides, no ambito do 47.° Congresso dos Poderes Locais
e Regionais do Conselho da Europa, que decorreu no Palacio da Europa, em Estrasburgo.

A reunido colocou em debate a natureza das autonomias regionais e de que forma estas
contribuem ou ameagam a coesao territorial no continente europeu.

O vice-presidente do Governo identificou a dependéncia dos transportes aéreos e maritimos
como uma grande vulnerabilidade da regidao, que “condiciona todo o seu tecido empresarial e
deve ser mitigado através de um mecanismo do género do POSEI que garanta o acesso a
mobilidade regular dos nossos cidaddos, interilhas e destas para o continente portugués e
europeu, reforcando a coesdo territorial e a igualdade de oportunidades”.
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“A coesao territorial, que deve ser acompanhada de ganhos concretos para as populacgdes locais,
nao pode ser feita de meros simbolismos institucionais. As autonomias regionais devem
funcionar numa ldgica de subsidariedade com os Estados-Membros e a Unido Europeia”,
argumentou o governante.

Reconhecendo que a atribuicdo de um estatuto especial trouxe mecanismos adicionais a regiao
para responder a desafios sociais complexos, Artur Lima alertou que estes sdo ainda pontos de
desequilibrio estruturais na Europa.

“Precisamos, por exemplo, de continuar a trajetéria de melhoramento dos indices de educacao
e salde nos Acgores, areas em que gastamos substancialmente mais do que Portugal continental
e a generalidade da Europa.

A Regido Autonoma dos Acores tem, ao longo dos anos, beneficiado dos tratados europeus,
especialmente do Tratado de Lisboa, ratificado em 2007, que reforgou a coesdo territorial,
buscando reduzir as disparidades e o atraso das regides menos desenvolvidas.

O Congresso dos Poderes Locais e Regionais, estabelecido em 1994, é composto por mais de
130 mil autoridades locais e regionais. Procurando dar voz as aspiragdes dos municipios e regides
da Europa, o Congresso promove a consulta e o didlogo politico com os governos nacionais.

O Conselho da Europa foi criado em 1949, no rescaldo da Segunda Guerra Mundial, e é a
instituicdo europeia mais antiga em funcionamento. Composto por 46 estados-membros,
incluindo todos aqueles que integram a Unido Europeia, esta organizacdo, que nao tem iniciativa
legislativa, procura defender os principios de respeito pela lei, a democracia e os direitos
humanos na Europa.

CoE Congress of Local and Regional Authorities Adopts Declaration “"The Situation in

Georgia” [17-10-2024] Civil Georgia

On October 17, the Council of Europe’s Congress of Local and Regional Authorities adopted a
declaration “The situation in Georgia” with 76 votes in favor, 10 against and 6 abstentions.

The declaration expresses deep concern about Georgia’s democratic backsliding and the
weakening of human rights in the country, mentioning the anti-democratic Foreign Agents Law
and anti-LGBTI legislation.

The Congress reiterates its call on the Georgian government to repeal this “anti-human rights
legislation” and to refrain from further polarizing society, threatening political pluralism,
infringing on human rights or undermining democracy. “Georgia should return to the path of
democratic consolidation and recommit to democratic principles and respect for human rights,”
the declaration says.
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In addition, the Congress reiterates the need for effective protection of human rights and
fundamental freedoms, including non-discrimination and freedom of assembly.

Highlighting the risk of Georgia’s deviation from democratic norms and standards, exacerbated
by attacks and intimidation against the opponents, and bearing in mind the forthcoming October
parliamentary as well as the local elections scheduled for 2025, the declaration stresses that "it
is all the more important to create conditions that enable all citizens, without discrimination, to
participate meaningfully in society and contribute fully, peacefully and equally to the political life
of the country at all levels of government.”

It also underlines its commitment to a constructive political dialogue with the Georgian
authorities notably in the framework of a high-level visit to Georgia, after the formation of the
government following the parliamentary elections.

“The Congress will continue to support the critical efforts of Georgian authorities at all levels of
government, in collaboration with civil society, to safeguard human rights, uphold the rule of
law, and promote democracy at the level closest to the citizens,” the declaration adds.

The statement concludes by saying that the Georgian government must fulfill the obligations
and commitments, which it reaffirmed in the Council of Europe’s Rejkavik Declaration, and that
it can be held accountable by the CoE’s statutory bodies if it fails to meet these commitments.

Council of Europe declares Russian destruction of Ukrainian cultural heritage

"genocide" [17-10-2024] Euronews

The Council of Europe has declared that Russia’s destruction of Ukrainian cultural heritage is
consistent with genocide.

The declaration by Europe’s oldest intergovernmental organisation founded to uphold rule of law
across the continent includes a demand on the Russian Federation to pay reparations to Ukraine.

In a statement released on Wednesday, the Council of Europe “deplored” Russian attacks on
cultural heritage sites in Ukraine since the start of the war in February 2022.

“Noting that more than a thousand cultural sites had been damaged or destroyed since the
beginning of the war, the Congress underlined that the targeting and looting of cultural sites
appeared to reflect a systematic policy aimed at erasing Ukraine’s historical and cultural identity,
consistent with a genocidal intent,” the Council said.

It's not the first time the Russo-Ukrainian war has been designated a genocide by international
authorities. Multiple European national parliaments have already done so with the Council of
Europe deeming Russia’s forced transfer of children as an act of genocide in 2023.

This new text frames the genocidal intent of Vladimir Putin’s war in the context of Russia’s
destruction of Ukraine’s cultural heritage. Reparations to pay for the damage inflicted on
historical, cultural and religious heritage are therefore in order, the Council continues.

Because of this declaration, the Council will now “put Ukrainian cultural heritage and its recovery
high on the political agenda, including at the 2025 Ukraine Recovery Conference to be held in
Rome.”

It was announced earlier this month that Italy will host the upcoming Ukraine Recovery
Conference in July next year, as Italian Prime Minister Georgia Meloni confirmed the country’s
solidarity and support for Ukraine.

Additionally, the Council called on European member states to ratify two conventions related to
maintaining cultural heritage - the Council of Europe Framework Convention on the Value of
Cultural Heritage for Society (Faro Convention) and the Council of Europe Convention on
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Offences to Cultural Property (Nicosia Convention) — and to raise awareness of the damage to
Ukraine’s culture.

For a long time, Ukraine has warned of the cost to the country’s cultural heritage that Russia’s
war has wrought.

Solidarity stance

At the G7 meeting of culture ministers last month, the damage to Ukraine’s cultural heritage
was discussed.

“We firmly condemn Russia’s full-scale aggression against Ukraine and the widespread
destruction of historic sites and cultural institutions,” they said, highlighting damage to
“museums, theatres, libraries, archives, churches and other places of worship, threatening
Ukrainian cultural identity”.

In the face of this destruction, the ministers pledged to “stand united in defending and promoting
the resilience and regeneration of Ukrainian culture and cultural heritage, tangible and
intangible”.

In the past year, Russia has amended its museum regulations to declare their collections
inseparable, prohibiting the return of any cultural items to Ukraine. “Accompanied by the mass
registration of occupied Ukrainian museums, this move effectively legalises wartime looting and
prevents Ukraine from tracing down and returning its stolen heritage,” a spokesperson for the
Ukrainian PR Army said.

“Russian authorities have reported ‘transferring’” 40,000 items from Ukrainian to Russian
museums, intensifying the Russifying effect of schooling and ‘patriotic education’ according to
Russian standards, aimed at erasing Ukrainian distinctiveness,” the Ukrainian PR Army has
further said.

As of 2 October, UNESCO has verified damage to 451 sites of cultural heritage in Ukraine since
the start of the war. Those damaged include 142 religious sites, 227 buildings of historical and/or
artistic interest, 32 museums, 32 monuments, 17 libraries, and an archive.

“Heritage is something that ensures a connection between the dead, the alive, and the not yet
born,” PEN Ukraine president Volodymyr Yermolenko was quoted in a publication by Human
Rights Watch on damage to cultural heritage in conflicts this year.

“Russian and Ukrainian forces have used explosive weapons extensively; the effects of Russian
forces’ use on different types of cultural heritage in Ukraine is well documented; and culture is
central to Ukrainian identity and to Russia’s stated war aims,” the report continues.

The Congress recalled that the national authorities of Georgia must fulfil the obligations and
commitments they renewed in the Reykjavik Declaration in May 2023, and that they can be held
accountable by the Council of Europe’s statutory bodies if they fail to do so.

The Declaration reiterated the need for effective protection of human rights and fundamental
freedoms, including non-discrimination and freedom of assembly; local authorities must not be
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put in a position when they are required by law to violate human rights and fundamental
freedoms or to implement anti-democratic policies to the detriment of inclusivity, tolerance and
peaceful coexistence within their communities. The Congress also underlined its commitment to
pursuing constructive political dialogue with the Georgian authorities, notably in the framework
of a high-level visit to Georgia, and its continued support to the efforts of Georgian authorities
at all levels of government, in collaboration with civil society, to safeguard human rights, uphold
the rule of law, and promote democracy.

Local self-government in Iceland, Latvia and Malta: Congress adopts new

recommendations [17-10-2024] European Times

The Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the Council of Europe at its 47th session has
adopted recommendations on the application of the European Charter of Local Self-Government
by Iceland, Latvia and Malta.

The Congress has called on Iceland to incorporate local self-government into domestic law. It
concluded that Icelandic municipalities lead globally in terms of female voting and representation
and welcomed the high level of fiscal autonomy in the country’s local self-government. However,
despite previous Congress recommendations, Iceland did not incorporate local democracy and
self-government principles into its law to ensure a clear division of responsibilities between
central and local authorities.

Latviashould strengthen financial autonomy at local level, recommended the Congress. It called
for an increase of revenue potential at the local level, aligning local financial resources with local
competences, simplifying supervision and clarifying the division of competences.

As for Malta, the Congress praised it for Malta praised the 2019 local government reform, the
lowering of the minimum age for local elections to 16, and Malta’s ratification of the Additional
Protocol to the European Charter of Local Self-Government on the right to participate in the
affairs of a local authority. However, it local authorities” competences should be increased and
administrative supervision limited.

Latvia must strengthen financial autonomy at local level, says Council of Europe

The Council of Europe Congress of Local and Regional Authorities has called on Latvia to increase
revenue potential at the local level, align local financial resources with local competences,
simplify supervision and clarify the division of competences.

The rapporteurs called for signing and ratifying the Additional Protocol to the European Charter
of Local Self-Government on the right to participate in the affairs of a local authority.

The debate was followed by an exchange of views with Inga Bérzina, Minister for Smart
Administration and Regional Development of Latvia, who stressed that the new Local
Government Law in her country provided for more active public participation in decision-making
and in the functioning of local government.

The Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the Council of Europe has urged Malta to raise
the competencies of local councils while praising the country for its local government reform of
2019.

The reform included the lowering of the minimum age for candidates to 16, and Malta's
ratification of the Additional Protocol to the European Charter of Local Self-Government on the
right to participate in the affairs of a local authority.

The Congress expressed concern about the limited scope of Maltese local government, the
ineffectiveness of consultations with local authorities, and the 'excessive supervision' of local
councils by the central authorities.

The congress's remarks were made in the conclusions of a monitoring report on the application
of the European Charter of Local Self-Government in Malta, presented by Cecilia Feliczitasz
Friderics (Hungary) and Matthias Gysin (Switzerland).

The rapporteurs highlighted financial constraints to which local councils are subject, a lack of
adequate financial resources allocated to the councils and dependence on earmarked grants.

The Congress recommended that the Maltese government increase the competencies of local
councils, ensure effective consultation with them, limit administrative supervision to supervision
of compliance with the law, review the system of financing local authorities, and diversify local
funding.

It also recommended granting local councils more administrative freedom, enhancing their
powers to manage executive secretaries independently, and allowing mayors to choose between
full-time or part-time work. Conferring special status on Valletta should also be considered to
enable it to meet the specific needs associated with its role as the capital.

Addressing the session, Malta’s Parliamentary Secretary for Local Government Alison Zerafa
Civelli stressed that the amendments to the Local Government Act following the 2019 reform
were a key step to providing increased autonomy to local and regional authorities. “*While there
is still work to be done, it reflects the progress made by successive governments that have
remained committed to fostering active citizenship,” she said.

Council of Europe report hails Malta for allowing under 18s to serve as mayors [16-

10-2024] Malta Today
Malta is being hailed for lowering the minimum age for local elections to 16 in a new report from

the Council of Europe’s Congress of Local and Regional Authorities regarding the European Chart
of Local Self-Government.
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The report highlights some improvements in Malta's local self-government, especially following
the 2019 reform, which strengthened regional councils, and the 2023 reform allowing mayors
and vice mayors to be elected at age 16. Additionally, a national strategy for local government
(2023-2030) has the potential to enhance the role of local councils.

However, despite these reforms, local councils in Malta still have limited functions compared to
other European countries. Over the past decade, legislative changes have reduced the councils'
roles, increased financial dependence on the government, and limited consultations, often
outsourcing significant functions to agencies.

The rapporteurs recommend granting local councils more responsibilities and autonomy,
including managing local resources and collecting some taxes. They also suggest special
recognition for Valletta due to its administrative and tourism-related challenges.

Although consultation with local authorities has improved, it remains informal and ineffective,
especially in dealings with governmental agencies. The report also criticises the uniform
approach to local governance, calling for more flexibility, such as allowing mayors to choose
between part-time or full-time roles.

National supervision over local councils is seen as excessive, and reforms to reduce government
control are needed to allow local councils more freedom in their operations. Additionally, financial
autonomy for councils is crucial, as they currently depend entirely on government grants and
lack the power to raise funds through taxes or loans.

This report will be debated and adopted on 16 October.

The rapporteurs noted as positive the establishment of a second tier of local government
(“wellbeing services counties”), the extensive responsibilities of local authorities, and the
effective collaboration between central and local governments. However, they recommended
that national authorities reinforce the constitutional basis for the wellbeing services counties,
enhance their financial autonomy, establish clear consultation procedures for municipalities
facing compulsory boundary changes, and grant Helsinki a special status reflecting its role as
the capital city.

Statement on the destruction of cultural heritage in Ukraine [15-10-20247 Agenparl

The Congress reiterated its condemnation of the ongoing war of aggression against Ukraine and
reaffirmed its unwavering commitment to the independence, sovereignty, and territorial integrity
of Ukraine within its internationally recognised borders.

It deplored the Russian Federation’s continued attacks on cultural heritage sites in Ukraine, in
violation of international humanitarian law, and in particular of the UNESCO Convention for the
Protection of Cultural Property in the Event of Armed Conflict (1954 Hague Convention) and its
two Protocols. Noting that more than a thousand cultural sites had been damaged or destroyed
since the beginning of the war, the Congress underlined that the targeting and looting of cultural
sites appeared to reflect a systematic policy aimed at erasing Ukraine’s historical and cultural
identity, consistent with a genocidal intent.

The Declaration emphasised that the Russian Federation must pay reparations for damage
inflicted to historical, cultural and religious heritage; in this context, the Ukrainian local and
regional authorities had an important role to play in promoting the work of the Register of
Damage and in submitting claims to the Register within the scope of their competencies.

The Congress stressed that safeguarding cultural heritage helped connect the past to the future
through a shared sense of identity and that as such the European cultural heritage was
intrinsically linked to human rights; it was therefore time to put Ukrainian cultural heritage and
its recovery high on the political agenda, including at the 2025 Ukraine Recovery Conference to
be held in Rome.

In its Declaration, the Congress called on local and regional authorities throughout Europe to
step up their efforts to help Ukraine by setting up genuine cultural heritage partnerships that
could address not only the current need for restoration and urgent protection but also damage
and risk assessments. Such partnerships could also support plans for recovery, which should
encompass tangible and intangible cultural heritage.

The Congress also called on member States to sign and ratify the Council of Europe Framework
Convention on the Value of Cultural Heritage for Society (Faro Convention) and the Council of
Europe Convention on Offences to Cultural Property (Nicosia Convention), as well as to raise
awareness about stolen and looted Ukrainian cultural assets, including from Crimea, and to step
up efforts to return them to Ukraine.

Congress members reiterated that they stand by the Ukrainian people and reaffirmed their
commitment to a common, democratic future based on respect for international law and a just
peace.

Euroopan neuvosto tuomitsi tiistaina jyrkasti Vendjan toimet Ukrainan historiallisten kohteiden
tuhoamiseksi ja kutsui naita tekoja yrityksiksi "havittda maan historiallinen ja kulttuurinen
identiteetti". Paikallis- ja alueviranomaisten kongressin hyvaksymassa lausunnossa jarjestd
puhui Moskovan "kansanmurhaaikoista" meneilldan olevan sodan yhteydessa.

Vendjan hyodkkayksen alkamisen jdlkeen helmikuussa 2022 Ukrainassa on vaurioitunut tai
tuhoutunut yli tuhat kulttuurikohdetta. Euroopan neuvosto uskoo, ettd nama tarkoitukselliset
hyokkaykset ukrainalaista kulttuuriperintdéa vastaan ovat raikea kansainvdlisen humanitaarisen
oikeuden rikkominen, mika merkitsee systemaattista politiikkaa, jolla pyritdan poistamaan
Ukrainan kansallinen identiteetti.

Jarjestd, joka jatti Venajan riveistddan maaliskuussa 2022, muutama viikko hydkkayksen
alkamisen jalkeen, korostaa, ettd Venajan federaation on "maksettava korvauksia historialliselle,
kulttuuriselle ja uskonnolliselle perinndlle aiheutuneista vahingoista". Huhtikuussa 2023
perustettiin Vendjan hyokkayksen aiheuttamien vahinkojen rekisteri dokumentoimaan ja
arvioimaan tuhoa.

Euroopan neuvosto kehottaa myds jasenmaidensa paikallis- ja alueviranomaisia tehostamaan
ponnistelujaan Ukrainan tukemiseksi, erityisesti perustamalla kumppanuuksia ukrainalaisen
kulttuuriperinnén sdilyttamiseksi. Tama vuonna 1949 perustettu jarjestd, jonka kotipaikka on
Strasbourgissa, yhdistdaa nykyaan 46 maata, jotka ovat sitoutuneet puolustamaan
ihmisoikeuksia Euroopassa.

Ukrainan perinndén kohdennettu tuhoaminen ei ole vain rikos kulttuuria vastaan, vaan myds
yritys tuhota kansan historia, tamdn toimielimen mukaan, mika vahvistaa horjumattoman
tukensa Ukrainan itsenaisyydelle, suvereniteettille ja alueelliselle koskemattomuudelle.
