The Council of Europe Office in Georgia is pleased to announce a call for applications for a
2025 Summer School and Moot Court Competition on the European Social Charter. This
initiative is part of the project "Further Enhancement of Social and Economic Rights in
Georgia."

In an era of growing socio-economic challenges, the social rights guaranteed by the European
Social Charter are more critical than ever. They are a cornerstone of democratic resilience,
giving tangible meaning to democracy in people's everyday lives. As the Council of Europe calls
for a “new democratic pact” that places social rights at the centre of our societies, this
programme offers a unique opportunity for the next generation of Georgian legal professionals
to become leaders in this vital field.

We invite motivated and aspiring law students to join us in this exciting journey to deepen their
knowledge and build the practical skills necessary to champion social justice in Georgia.

About the Program

Selected participants will first attend an intensive, 3.5 day Summer School scheduled from
28 July until 1 August 2025 in Georgia outside of Tbilisi. Exact location will be confirmed at
a later date.

The programme, led by distinguished Georgian and international experts, will provide in-depth
knowledge of the European Social Charter, its monitoring mechanisms, and the case law of
the European Committee of Social Rights, as well as their relationship with the European
Convention on Human Rights and other international human rights instruments.

Following the Summer School, students will participate in a Moot Court Competition in the
autumn (October, date to be confirmed), allowing them to apply their new knowledge in a

practical, simulated environment and to showcase their legal skills both orally and in writing.

After the moot court, the first-place winning team may have the opportunity to join a study visit
to Strasbourg, France.

Georgia who are passionate about human rights.

Fully Funded: Participation in the Summer School and Moot court competition is fully
funded. Travel, accommodation and meals for students from Tbilisi and the regions will be
covered by the Council of Europe.

Eligibility Criteria

Applicants must be:

@® Currently enrolled as 3rd or 4th-year Bachelor of Laws (LLB) students or Master of Laws
(LLM) students.

@® Studying at an accredited university in Georgia (from Tbilisi or the regions).
@® Knowledge of English (B2 level) is not required, but it will be considered an advantage.

Please note: During the summer school, the language of instruction will be Georgian,
and interpretation into Georgian will be provided for sessions conducted in English.



Selection Criteria

A total of 20-25 students will be selected. The selection will be based on a transparent and
competitive process, evaluating candidates on the following:

® Demonstrated interest in human rights, including social and economic rights, and/or other
relevant fields such as public international law, European law, labour and social security law
(evaluated through the motivation letter).

@® Strong academic standing (evaluated through the CV and motivation letter).

@ Past experience in participating in summer/winter schools, moot courts or other relevant
programmes (evaluated through the CV and motivation letter).

® Clear motivation and commitment to actively participate in all project phases, including
the Summer School and the subsequent Moot Court Competition (evaluated through the
motivation letter).

@® Geographical and gender diversity will be considered to ensure a balanced group.

1.Curriculum Vitae (CV). Please ensure you indicate all relevant information that
demonstrates your eligibility for the summer school and moot court competition,
including relevant courses taken in law school and outside, other pertinent learning
activities, and your level of English language proficiency.
2.Motivation Letter (max. 1 page), outlining your interest in the programme, your
suitability, your relevant experience (if any), and how you expect to benefit from this
opportunity.
