He 

represents Ireland on the International Penal and Penitentiary 

Foundation, and is a past-President (2015-2017) of the Council of 

Europe’s Council for Penological Co-operation (PC-CP).  Vivian is a 

registered social worker, with masters degrees in social work (UCD) 

and social studies (TCD), as well as a diploma in leadership and 

management (ILM).
