
The report on “Protection, Promotion and Development of the Ombudsman 
Institution” prepared by the Council of Europe is now available in Turkish 
thanks to the joint Project on “Improving the Effectiveness of the Administrative 
Judiciary and Strengthening the Institutional Capacity of the Council of State. 
The report aims to promote and develop the Ombudsman Institution in the 
member States of the Council of Europe and presents the  standards set out by 
Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe and Venice Principles. 

The study presents examples of practices in the member States to the Council 
of Europe with regard to the fundamental principles. 
The Joint Project on “Improving the Effectiveness of the Administrative Judiciary and Strengthening the Institutional Capacity of the Council of 
State” is implemented by the Council of Europe, and co-funded by the European Union, the Republic of Turkey and the Council of Europe.
