Connectivity test
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Check first of all that your audio and video are properly configured by clicking on the button «
settings » and then choosing the thumbnail « audio/video settings ».

You are taking part in a meeting where the floor must be requested. You will only become visible
once you have the floor. Please ensure you mute your microphone when you are not speaking (mic
on/off button)

If you wish to take the floor:

1. Click on « request to speak »

2. Wait until the moderator accepts your request. Once your request has been accepted your
microphone and video icons will turn red but with a line through them. Click on the icons
to enable them. Once enabled, the icons will turn blue.
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Once you are visible on the screen you can start speaking.

&

If you are still on screen but are no longer speaking, please remember to mute your microphone.
When you have finished speaking click on «release mic »
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* The same procedure should be followed every time you wish to speak.
* To hear the interpreting, click on the language selector and choose the language you wish to listen to.

Whilst you are speaking you can share contents from your screen with other participants by clicking
on «share screen».

When your meeting is over please click on « leave session »

Please bear in mind that:

* Interpreting is being done remotely. Speak clearly and not too fast. Repeat your main points to ensure your
listeners and the interpreters have heard you in case there are problems with sound or the network.

* Given the demanding working conditions and technical constraints for the interpreters, the interpreting
may not be of the same quality as in Council of Europe meeting rooms.
