HOW MUCH WILL IT COST?

[ The total budget of the Project is 750 000 Euros.

[ The Project is a part of the Council of Europe Action
Plan for Armenia 2019-2022 that has been adopted by
the Committee of Ministers on 9 January 2019. This third
Action Plan is a strategic programming instrument which
aims to accompany, through co-operation, Armenia in
its efforts to further bring legislation, institutions and
practice in line with European standards in the areas
of human rights, the rule of law and democracy, and,
through this, to support the country in honouring its
obligations as a Council of Europe member state. In
meeting its objectives, the Action Plan will contribute
to the implementation of the UN 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development.
