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Itis not possible to discuss the preservation of historical, cultural, architectural and landscape heritage sepa-
rately. These are complementary and mutually enriching values that are historically expressed by all nations
and peoples by studying the masterpieces they have left in the world heritage. The Armenian historical and
architectural heritage is one of the evidences of that. Armenia, being small in area, scattered on a complex
relief, presents quite interesting, very different landscapes of nature. Even in the present area of the coun-
try, where you can cross from north to south in one day, you can find dense forests, mountain lakes, desert
areas, mountain ranges and colourful flowerbeds. Accordingly, we also encounter cultural and architectural
diversity. But everywhere the commonality is the same. Nature, culture and architecture are harmoniously
intertwined. The world masterpieces that were written and flourished in the monasteries of Tat, Gandzasar,
Haghpat, Sanahin and other monasteries would not have had the aesthetics and philosophy if they had not
been created in those very corners of nature. The architectural genius of these monasteries would not have
reached that flight if they had not been built with these very difficulties and opportunities provided by nature.

Let’s learn from nature, build in nature, give the next opportunity to talk to nature.
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Judging from this title, an attempt is made to include the introduction of landscape concepts in elementary
school curricula in elementary school. It is obvious that such purposeful education, especially for children,
should pursue the development of new standards of perception of the environment, such as beautiful and

ugly.
We perceive the environment through sight, hearing, smell ... as a result, we form a standard and an opinion.

Recognising a priori that virgin landscapes are always beautiful everywhere, they cannot be ugly, and small
structures that are aesthetically considered garbage.

In this regard, at this early stage of the development of children’s aesthetic taste, | think it becomes possible
to determine what can be perceived by the child as an understandable and acceptable standard of beauty,
which lacks any of the teacher’s individual inclinations, taste preferences. | suppose it is the universal rule of
composition, harmony, and combinability of a composition called harmony, the brilliant manifestations of
which, fortunately, we can still see, marvel at, and admire in many world examples of folk architecture.

If we look at any environment, a scene that is beautiful, then it first of all stands out with the elements that
make it up — natural, man-made, harmonious with each other. The material, the shape, the size, the look, the
texture, everything that is perceived by the viewer as a scene that is compared to the natural environment,
the combined elements of the landscape.

Obviously, the primary goal of our program should be to try to instill certain aesthetic standards in a child’s
psychology, the main of which should be a harmonious combination with the landscape.

These criteria can be perceived as one of the general civilisational elements of child psychology and behav-
ioral development as a polluter, with all manifestations of pollution including disharmonious, cacophonic
architectural interventions.

| think that in the framework of this program we should try to educate a citizen whose perception of the
landscape is aesthetic, regardless of whether it is natural or anthropogenic.

In all likelihood, speaking of the introduction of the phenomenon of the aesthetic component into the child’s
mind, we cannot rule out an important civilisational component of it, when it keeps the environment clean
not only because pollution violates the law but also because it makes Beauty to Ugly.

Let us refer once again to the definition of the Council of Europe Landscape Convention, where “Landscape”
is a human-perceived area, the nature of which is the result of the influence or interaction of natural-human
factors. The definition fully expresses the essence of architecture, if not completely, then at least in terms of its
aesthetic perception. Because architecture is the only type of art that is directly embedded in the context of
landscape perception, that is, just as landscape cannot be perceived without imported architecture, so archi-
tecture can be perceived without landscape. And in both cases, if the most elementary rules of harmony are not
respected, then we have Pollution, Noise, which unfortunately has become the Achilles heel of our civilisation.

It is obvious that the proposed program is very relevant in terms of creating an aesthetic-patriotic identity
among the younger generation.
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| think that some of the activities that are included in the list of activities that define the perception of the
landscape can be supplemented with more comprehensive, informative and sensory components, that is:

» Listening to the landscape (dialect, accent, pronunciation, humor, jokes);
» Scenting the landscape (aromas and flavors of local cuisine);
» Peculiarities of local microclimate and weather.

The issues of landscape component planning of the Republic of Armenia are addressed through spatial
planning documents currently being coordinated by the Urban Development Committee of the Republic
of Armenia.

The concept of elaboration of micro-regional documents is based on the selection of the main directions of
territorial development, most favourable areas for investments, planning of their territorial allocation zones,
development of policies based on which the implementation will contribute to the region’s economic develop-
ment, job creation, natural population improvement, balanced and proportionate development of anthropo-
genic landscapes. The conceptual and socio-economic substantiation of the project is aimed at revealing the
internal potential and preconditions of the region (as a holistic planning unit) and its constituent settlements
(as interconnected territorial, economic and infrastructural components), their full, comprehensive, and effi-
cient management, as well as implementation of complex environmental issues.

As a framework uniting all three levels of hierarchical structure of spatial planning documents (spatial plan-
ning project, master plan, zoning project), it considers both the general problems of regional significance and
the volumetric-spatial regulation of urban planning activities in residential areas within each planning unit.
Solving the problems of planning, functional, economic, and infrastructural-cultural ties, architectural and
functional zoning by securing favourable conditions targeted at promoting investment attractiveness of the
region, as well as urban development and industry, we aim at a single goal, which is the promotion, preserva-
tion and improvement of the natural environment, material and cultural heritage, creating more comfortable,
safe, secure and attractive living environment with high aesthetic features for general and visiting population.
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Combined planning problems:

» Implementation of measures envisaged by state, regional, and local socio-economic, long-term
development programs, by their localisation in specific areas in order to ensure the balanced and more
efficient area use, and safeguard the fulfilment of socio-economic development priorities;

» Ensuring the implementation of the authority of local self-governing bodies in the sphere of spatial
planning, as well as monitoring, comprehensive review and modernisation of spatial planning and
socio-economic development programs;

» Determining the most promising targets and functions of regional areas based on the assessment of a
set of social, economic, environmental and other factors;

» Development of existing operational zones, creation of new zones of spatial spanning and specialisation;

» Integrated development of urbanised areas together with creation of centres of attraction;

» Formation and development of recreational and touristic areas together with provision of high-quality
services;

» Preservation of the diversity of local cultural heritage, traditions and living conditions;

» Creation of favourable conditions for competitiveness and investment attractiveness of the regional
economy within the framework of implementation of necessary measures securing the development
of transportation, engineering, social infrastructure, housing, public construction, business, trade,
science, tourism, considering the preservation of landscape, as well as mitigation and neutralisation
of harmful impacts;

» Maintaining compliance to the principles of environmental management, environmental security, and
safe preservation of natural landscapes and objects that have special environmental, scientific, cultural,
recreational and health significance.

Landscape policies in Portugal

T hank you very much for the invitation and for the opportunity to present Landscape Portuguese Policies
Development Committee of Republic of Armenia.

It is a great honour to be invited, and a great pleasure to be part of this event. | come to represent the
Directorate-General for Territory, an entity that integrates the Ministry of Territorial Cohesion, which prosecutes
the promotion of territorial development.

This presentation will be focus on the recent developments in Portugal in terms of landscape policies, many of
which based on small steps, that in the last few years have allowed us to enlarge the critical reflection about
landscape, and its capacity of influence other policies.

Main objectives of a Landscape Policy

First of all, it is important to stablish what do we want? What are our goals? | have selected the main goals
that have been moving our works and the causes for which we are fighting.

» Achieving sustainable development and sustainable urban development;
» Protecting and fostering Portuguese cultural heritage;

» Fostering and disseminating a territorial civic culture;

» Increase the public interest of landscape;

» Promote harmonious development of all the national territory; in particular the quality of the built
environment, the cultural heritage, the architecture and landscapes;

» Raise awareness to the right to quality architecture and landscape.

But those are really ambitious goals, like as to ask wishes to a genie from the magic lamp, it is sometime that
we probably will not achieve in our work lives, but it is certainly something that we can work for and help
to build. Dealing with the landscape, in a way to achieve good path, it's something that can hardly be done
at high speed, so because of this, because it takes time, it needs to be start now. And how can we do it? The
recipe is not new, but the way as we cooked is different from the past, it has to take in account the way as
people communicates nowadays and it has to meet their expectations.

National Policy on Architecture and Landscape

In two thousand and fifteen we have approved a specific policy for landscape and architecture, and this has
been our framing instrument along with the Council of Europe Landscape Convention. Through this legal
framework our message can have a greater impact, and a greater power of persuasion. It gives more power
to talk and (we hope) to negotiate with sectorial services.

This policy establishes, for the achievement of the goals that | have just named, three categories of measures:
» Strategy and coordination;
» Information and awareness-raising;
» Legislative measures.
To ensure the implementation of this National Policy on Architecture and Landscape, the Steering Committee
has made an Action Plan, which identifies the activities to be developed or to be promoted in a certain period.
The current Action Plan has stared in 2021 and will last until 2024. This Action Plan is available on our web-
site, so that interested stakeholders in this policy can consult it. It contains a set of files with planned actions

detailed. It identifies the action itself, but also the entity responsible for its execution, the execution period,
and the intended goal. This helps us to focus our efforts.
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The tree types of National Policy on Architecture and Landscape measures

Strategy and coordination measures

In terms of strategy and coordination measures it is also important that we are trying to create a partner
network, even if informal.

So, we are committed to promoting some meetings with different groups of stakeholders. In March 2022,
we have promoted a meeting with the academy. Several universities that offer courses in architecture and
landscape architecture have joined to us. The motive of the invitation was to present our activities, and chal-
lenge them to present ideas, or subjects for our conferences. But we are aware that creating a network that
truly collaborates in the implementation of this policy is something that need work, time and determination.

Information and awareness-raising

First of all, we started to create a website, which is our interface with the stakeholders. The website allows us
to organise the information, present the Council of Europe Landscape Convention and the National Policy
on Architecture and Landscape, provide documentation and, of course, provide regular updates with news,
events, and other documentation related with landscape.

In the last month we have created a Facebook account to communicate also with students. This new tool has
had many visitors.

Other information and awareness initiatives is the organisation of a National Conference about the National
Policy on Architecture and Landscape. We have been organised this event since 2018, every year. These annual
conferences provide a moment for an open join reflection on various topics related to architecture and land-
scape, in which the central subject is adjusted to current trends and concerns.

The number of participants, from different sectors, including administration, municipalities, universities non-
governmental organisations, researchers, students and professionals) has been increasing year by year. Since
the pandemic we have started to make available the online participation. Actually, the thousand and twenty
conference was entirely online, and the last year the conference had included both alternatives, face-to-face
and online. This allowed to enlarge the number of participants, especially those who lived far away from
the place of the conferences. The last conference had about four hundred views. All de information about the
conferences is available on the website of National Policy on Architecture and Landscape.

Other initiatives that we promoted in terms of awareness-raising is mark Council of Europe International
Landscape Day. How do we do it? In two thousand and nineteen we have organised a meeting/workshop with
the subject about “Water and Landscape’, which was an opportunity to open the dialog between different
public bodies as agriculture, water and environment and nature conservation. In the last two years we have
publicised this day on our social networks and in the present year we expect to organise the ceremony of the
National Landscape Award attribution in the Landscape Day.

Alongside these initiatives something that we considered to be an important step in the implementation
of a Landscape Policy is the promotion of the competition of the National Landscape Award. This award
is an important instrument of dynamism and dissemination of territorial approaches that promotes the
landscape quality of rural, urban and peri-urban areas. This is an important instrument to stimulate the
interest and reflection about the landscape, and the awareness for the landscape as an essential factor of
valorisation of the territory.

We deliver information about this award in our website, explaining what it is, we provide frequently asked
questions, and information about of all the initiatives that have already carried out. It allows us to disseminate
the principles and objectives of the Council of Europe Landscape Convention and to get a sense of how the
municipalities, intermunicipal communities and NGO are facing the landscape and the progresses that they
are making in terms of their planning, management and protection. These entities can play an active role in
terms of identify projects that can compete, and that can have a good chance of winning the award.

The National Landscape Award provides a forum to disseminate specify measures foreseen by the Landscape
Convention among potential candidates. In this sense, we tried to publicise, as widely as possible, this initiative.
We sent a letter to each of the 300 and 8 Portuguese municipalities, to all the inter-municipal communities and
to NGOs, explaining the procedure and challenged them to apply an application as a candidate. We publicise
this event on our social networks and newsletters and the members of the jury also support the dissemination
of landscape award. In 2020 we have received 25 applications. And now the competition is ongoing.
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These results, this adhesion of the candidates is not by chance. We work to motivate the competitors. We know
that this award is an honour distinction, so for the candidates it is important that this recognition be effective.
To highlight the importance of the award we publicised this event and the results achieved, which have been
appearing in different media channels. We also make a book with the different projects which were in the
competition. To deliver the award, we organise a public ceremony with the participation of the members of
the Jury, the Minister, the winner and winners of honourable mentions.

Continuing with information and awareness-raising measures, something that we have started to implement
in the last year is the organisation of a set of small online forums, with the duration of an hour and a half. Those
events are opportunities to reflect and debate issues that are currently posed to the quality of architecture and
landscape, and also an opportunity to listen different stakeholder’s opinions. Stimulate the debate and present
practical cases. We create an image for the event, publicise the initiative and, between May and October, we
launch a session dedicated to a specific subject.

Legislative measures

Legislative measures are an important component, but we must be conscious of the fact that it takes time
for results to appear.

The National Spatial Planning Policy Programme, which is the main policy instrument of the Portuguese ter-
ritorial management system, includes a policy measure specifically aimed at landscape quality promotion
“Enhancing the Territory through Landscape”. This policy programme was important in order to spread the
principals of the Council of Europe Landscape Convention and to integrate the landscape dimension in the
political agenda. It also contributes to reinforce the importance of this issue for life quality and territorial
development cohesion.

More recently we have approved the creation of a strategic programme named Landscape Transformation
Programme, for transforming the landscape in territories venerable to forestry fires. It aims to promote, in the
long term, a transformation of the landscape that can increases it resilience, sustainability. This transforma-
tion should contribute to enhance the territory in terms of landscape quality, economic sustainability and
valuation of ecosystem services.

This programme has four types of measures, conceived for different scales, which will be given funding for
their implementation. They area a kind of master plans for a certain territory, in which the landscape design
is a reference for a new economy of rural territories. The Landscape Planning and Management Programme
presents a masterplan with the drawing of the desired landscape and defines a path (a set of actions) for its
transformation. Some of these actions can be financed, including the valuation of ecosystem services. This
instrument is based on participatory processes.

Next steps and desires: education

In the next years, we would like to work in educational field. We are now collecting examples, some of them
which have been reported in the applications of the competition of the National landscape Award. We have
already made a contact with the Directorate General for Education, meeting with them and start to draw a
protocol. Our intention is to initiate a collaboration and define a long-term plan to improve the landscape and
architecture issues and approaches in different grades of education.

In a first moment we want to promote a set of workshops to share experiences in terms of educational activi-
ties related with the landscape. In that occasion we will distribute the Portuguese version of the Landscape

education activities for primary schools: Pedagogical booklet.

Conclusion

In the long term we expect that all this initiative can contribute to build a culture that values the landscape,
avoiding the destruction of its significant elements, preserving the aesthetic quality and gives the knowledge
to be able to integrate new interventions, respecting the pre-existing urban network of the ancient cities and
building resilient, attractive and sustainable landscapes.

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Landscape and public space in Romania

Mrs lleana KISILEWICZ,

reduced to a single meaning, except for purely subjective reasons. The public space can be seen from

two perspectives, on the one hand the architectural and urban one, meaning to the totality of the phy-
sical-material elements that form a space with a public destination, on the other hand to the psycho-social
significant of this material framework.

T he notion of public space has many interpretations and thus the definition of the concept it cannot be

For the purpose of this Conference, | shall pay attention on the public space as the social space, open and
accessible to all people, that refers on open air space as streets/street network, public squares, squares
and public parks, but can also be found in some residential complexes — as a public inner space accessible
to all its.

The urban policy appears as a form of orientation and organisation of the activity to create and achieve the
framework for development of all human activities and it called to establish strategies, methods and means
aimed to find the “optimal” in solving almost all the problems raised by the contemporary civilisation (and,
obviously, also by the future one) at the level of human settlements. An interesting interface of urban policies
represents the geometric place where the population’s needs and the politicians’ agenda meet, that reflects
the quality parameters of the urban environment and the result of political action or inaction. The success
of city development is directly linked to the elaboration of the strategies formulated on the basis of urban
policies. The identifiable classes of problems considered such sets of arguments are expressed through plans
and actions that aim (in a first phase) to improve an existing situation.

The main issue of Romanian cities is that it has gone from a total nationalisation of space during post World War Il
political regime to an almost unlimited privatisation of it after 1990. The public space with its architectural features
give identity of a city but it could not reconstitute itself. For half a century the public space was monopolised
by the state party, being more representative of power and not a public free meeting space for the inhabitants.
After the fall century of totalitarian regime, it was a partial explicable but unreasonable reaction to it - the com-
mon space was “liberated” from state domination, and it was given to the private sector. In opposition with the
nationalisation of space which put uniformity on it, the privatisation of the urban public space to the private
initiative which care only its economic interests caused a chaotic feature. But how can be solved the problem?
Here, it is the role of the state to take care of public interest. Not the state as owner, not the state as power, but
the state as manager, as the main actor of urban policies and represented by the local public administration.

Contemporary specialists are on constant alert, in terms of analysing the present situation and propose the
premises of future professional activity.

Maybe it should be said that there are surrogates or replacements that we, as architects or urban planners are
less to consider, believing in the fundamental association between the idea of public space and the historically
formation of urban form of the market, “agora”. The mass media, especially the virtual discussion spaces on
the Internet, Facebook, etc. or in the cases of radio- television- all of them offer a virtual answer to the need
for public space often increased useful during restriction moving times as it was the recent Pandemic Covid.

Based on this issue, a famous architect forecasted that in the future the obsession with necessity of public
space inside the city it would slowly cease to matter and the urban theories of the past decades. Of course, |
would like to not rich that time and the reality in my country is different, there are continuous efforts to sustain
the public spaces importance for the identity of a city or a village.

From a balanced point of view any discussion of public space should take place only after there is a certain
mass of private space in the community. The public space depends on the existence of the entirely private
space, in which the being is based and on the protection of which man, living, can face other types of spaces,
as a philosopher said.

Neither the violation of the private space for implementing public space, nor the disfigurement of the space
for restore private space stolen from the public, seems to be dilemma which demand clever solutions, one
could be the green areas.
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The Council of Europe Landscape Convention was ratified by Romania in 2002. In 2007, on the occasion of
European Capital of Culture, Romania hosted in Sibiu a Council of Europe Meeting of the Workshops for the
implementation of the Convention on “Landscape and rural heritage™.

Based on the principle that a good answer to a question is one that creates a series of other questions, | con-
sider that the approach of trying to get into the issue of city centers as they arrived in the 21st century, has
brought me to an expected result: that of finding myself in front of a large range of examples, in terms of how
to assess the urban landscape in relation to the exigencies of contemporary generations.

An answer to the problem of public space as a common landscape to all people, from use to transformation according
to the requirements of the inhabitants of the 21st century is illustrated by the new Park with Gardens, in Timisoara
a city situated in western part of Romania. The project was recently appreciated by the Council of Europe, in frame
of the competition of Landscape Award and the Forum of National Selections in the 7th Session 2020-2021.

There, the creative project has improved the quality of people’s lives. The landscaping facilitated circulation in
the park’s paths and promoted individual and collective well-being by providing a park for relaxation and leisure.
The project has taken full account of the environmental, social, cultural, and economic values of the urban landscape
in a sustainable development perspective. It is one of the largest green spaces recently developed in that city,
promoting interest in the variety of gardens, the diversity of species, and that of the varieties of roses. Recognised
for its great value, the Project is part of the Landscape Award Alliance of the Committee of Ministers of the Council
of Europe, as a source of inspiration.?

The Park with Gardens covers a former nursery area of Timisoara City public property founded in 1929,
which kept some of the vegetal material. It became for the inhabitants of the area a real forest inside the
city, where they used to spend their free time, until 2000. The preservation of the green character and the
domestication of a wooded area was possible through functional and landscape modernisation concept.
In general, the green area had a massif forest character, thinned in places. Mainly, the green background
was the result of the savage development of abandoned vegetation in the disused nursery. This unpleasant
woodland massif raised in 2010 a public demand for a landscaping sanitary action. So, the landscape con-
cept should serve functionally the neighborhood living area, as a green area, as a recreation area or transit
area and playground for children, too.

The concept pursued in the achievement of this park was based on a stylistic garden composition of the type
“theme in theme’, spontaneously inspired by the words of a future interviewed beneficiary, who, when he
was asked: “~ What kind of park would you like in this place?’, he replied:“~ | grew up in this place and | always
wanted here to be a garden”. Considering the large dimensions of the place, this response led to the idea:
“Why only one garden and not even more gardens?”.

Thus, the concept of the arrangement is born: “Park with Gardens” with a heterogeneous landscape com-
position, which proposes a tour of European types of gardens from classic to modern. The various elements
introduced follow a unity in diversity of the arrangements that composed the following landscape themes:

English garden has as a compositional center a Celtic-inspired ground floor, having the shape of a four-leaf clover.
Itis framed by a schematic labyrinth from hedges of medium height, which creates natural separations specific for
medieval times. The green of the lawn is the traditional background of this garden.

Spanish garden is arranged according to the current of monastic landscaping. The route of the alleys appears in the
shape of the cross in the code of approach of the Spanish gardens. This garden is located near an existing church,
to grant it and thus frame it to this arrangement.

Greek garden is arranged with plants having permanent green foliage. The characteristic elements of the Greek
Mediterranean style are a mini amphitheater with the role of residence and the access made through a portal made
of Greek style columns, reunited by a pergola.

The Biblical Garden presents a collection of plants and trees mentioned in the texts of the Christian scriptures. This
garden consists of a round shape, divided into a cross by a hedge. The Biblical Garden is traditionally located near
a public source of drinking water.

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Modern garden, as an open-air office, is defined by a heterogeneous composition consisting of natural stone, concrete,
metal construction and living plants. Outdoor office furniture has an industrial design, with an ergonomics suitable
for study, in an area served with wireless internet.

Italian garden is represented by geometric shapes, associated with floral parters of lavender. The element of masonry
that defines this composition is red brick.

Romantic garden occupies about a third of the entire area of this landscape design type that proposes a journey
through the European gardens through the entire ensemble of the arrangement. The romantic garden has as
attractions: a lake with water lilies, an aviary, a decorative rock, and an extensive collection of roses.

Instead of conclusion.

To take over, to integrate, to adapt, to transform the urban landscape in continuous evolution! To listen care-
fully to its “breath” and to intervene then and where it is needed to make it not only compatible, but perfectly
resonant with its inhabitants and with the present, is a permanent mission and an ideal to follow.

The International Landscape Day 2020

tion, guided landscape walks and a photography campaign on social media. Landscape Day was organised by
the Ministry of the Environment and the Finnish Environment Institute. Other organisations which took part in
the collaboration also include the Finnish Local Heritage Federation, the Rural Women’s Advisory Organisation,
the National Board of Antiquities, and the Finnish Association of Landscape Industries — Viherymparistoliitto
ry. This event was part of the European Cultural Environment Day Programme.

Everyday Landscape campaign in social media

Preparation for International Landscape Day began with the #arkimaisema (#everydaylandscape) photography
campaign launched on Instagram in September. The campaign celebrated daily landscapes and challenged
people to take a look at their own everyday landscape with new eyes. Citizens were encouraged to take photos
of their daily landscapes and share the photos on Instragram with the hashtag #arkimaisema (#everydaylad-
scape) to inspire others to observe landscapes in their everyday life. Citizens were also encouraged to follow
the campaign’s Instagram account @arkimaisema. The campaign culminated in International Landscape Day
on 20 October.

The aim of the campaign was to remind that landscapes are an integral part of our well-being and the attractive-
ness of our living environment. Campaign encouraged people to recognise the value of our familiar everyday
landscape and its impact on our daily lives.

The campaign was a success: 1075 photographs were published on Instagram with the tag #arkimaisema
(#everydaylandscape). The campaign was organised for the third time. At the beginning of the first campaign
in 2018 there were only a few photos with the tag #arkimaisema.

Photography competition

In honour of International Landscape Day, the Ministry of the Environment organised a photo contest, the
theme of which was “Landscape Day 2020" Citizens were requested to photograph the landscapes in which
they spend International Landscape Day and take part in the competition. The jury encouraged participants
to photograph landscapes as creatively and as many ways as possible.

A total of 360 photographs entered the competition. The jury evaluated the photos, and the winner was
awarded a EUR 500 gift card to photography store. A number of other merited images were rewarded with
book awards. A selection of photographs entered in the competition were displayed at the Ministry of the
Environment over a period of several months. The competition was an excellent way to get an overview of
what Finland looked like on International Landscape Day 2020.

Guided Landscape Walks

International Landscape Day was also celebrated with guided landscape walks organised by the Rural Women's
Advisory Organisation. Walks were organised throughout Finland on the Landscape Day on 20 October and
in the week preceding it. The walks were guided by landscape experts from the Rural Women’s Advisory
Organisation. Due to the Covid-19 situation some walks were be organised online. The walks were free of
charge and open for everyone.
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Landscape Radio Show at Finnish Broadcasting Company

On International Landscape Day the Finnish Broadcasting Company organised a two-hour radio show about
landscapes. The listeners were requested to send landscape photos to the show. | was invited as a guest to
the show to discuss about landscapes and to comment the photographs.

The Landscape Symposium

The Ministry of the Environment organised an online Landscape Symposium on 4 November 2020. The winner
of the Finland’s best landscape project 2020 competition and the winner of the International Landscape Day
photo contest were awarded on this occasion. The event also included versatile speeches and discussion on
topical landscape issues.

The Bothnian Bay Coastal Meadows Management Project, led by the Center for Economic development, Transport
and the Environment of North Ostrobothnia, was presented with the award for Finland'’s best landscape project
2020. The landscape and nature have been managed through long-term and extensive cooperation. A total
of 4,000 hectares of overgrown areas have been restored. “Bringing cultural environment visible”-project was
given an honourable mention in the competition. Executed by the Rural Women’s Advisory Organisation of
ProAgria South Savo and Central Finland, the project raised public awareness of cultural environment. The
award and the honourable mention were presented by Krista Mikkonen, Minister of the Environment and
Climate Change. Finland's best landscape project is sought for every two years in a competition organised by
the Ministry of the Environment. The winner of the competition was nominated as a Finland’s candidate to
compete for the Council of Europe Landscape Award 2021.

The International Landscape Day 2021

As in previous years, the International Landscape Day 2021 festivities in Finland will include an open photo
competition, guided landscape walks and a photography campaign. Citizens are encouraged to participate
in the photography campaign celebrating the landscapes in everyday life by taking photos of their daily
landscapes and sharing them on Instragram with the hashtag #arkimaisema (#everydayladscape). As a part
of this year’s campaign, citizens are also invited to try out a mobile application m.Envirate.net. In this applica-
tion, they can use their senses to evaluate the environment. The application enables them to save a photo,
the scene of the photo and their sensory experience of the environment in the map for others to see. It also
enables them to view other users’ evaluations of different places.

A landscape photo competition was also organised to mark Landscape Day. Photos taken between 14 and
20 October 2021 were able to be entered into the competition. The main prize was a EUR 500 gift card to
photography store. Photos entered in the competition were displayed at the Ministry of the Environment. The
festivities on International Landscape Day also included Landscape Walks, organised by the Rural Women's
Advisory Organisation.

Landscape education -
Provisions of the Council of
Europe Landscape Convention

The landscape

... has an important public interest role in the cultural, ecological, environmental and social fields, and constitutes a
resource favourable to economic activity and whose protection, management and planning can contribute to job creation;

... contributes to the formation of local cultures and ... is a basic component of the European natural and cultural heritage,
contributing to human well-being and consolidation of the European identity;

... [is] at global level as an essential component of human being’s surroundings;

... is an important part of the quality of life for people everywhere: in urban areas and in the countryside, in degraded
areas as well as in areas of high quality, in areas recognised as being of outstanding beauty as well as everyday areas;

... is a key element of individual and social well-being and ... its protection, management and planning entail rights and
responsibilities for everyone.

Preamble to the Council of Europe Landscape Convention*

have declared themselves “concerned to achieve sustainable development based on a balanced and
harmonious relationship between social needs, economic activity and the environment’, while referring
to the natural and cultural dimensions of landscape and the interaction between them.

T he Council of Europe member States which have signed the Council of Europe Landscape Convention

As the landscape is recognised as “an important part of the quality of life for people everywhere” and “a key
element of individual and social well-being” (Preamble to the Convention), the Convention provides that each
Party undertakes to establish and implement landscape policies aimed at landscape protection, management
and planning through the adoption of specific measures (Article 5, b.), some of which concern education
(Article 6, B, c.).

Each Party accordingly undertakes to promote “school and university courses which, in the relevant subject
areas, address the values attaching to landscapes and the issues raised by their protection, management and
planning”.

Recommendation CM/Rec(2008)3 of the Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe on the guidelines
for the implementation of the European Landscape Convention describes landscape as a teaching resource
because it brings pupils face to face with visible signs of their surroundings that relate to spatial-planning
issues. Landscape reading enables them to understand current and historical approaches to landscape “pro-
duction”as an expression of a community’s identity.’

Landscape education - at all stages in life —is all the more important since the States signatories to the Convention
have expressed their desire to “respond to the public’s wish ... to play an active part in the development of
landscapes” (Preamble). This active role must be performed both through “procedures for the participation
of the general public” (Article 5, c.) and “public consultation” conducted when landscape quality objectives
are being defined for landscapes identified and assessed (Article 6, D). In this connection, it is important for
proposals to be made and decisions to be taken in full knowledge of the facts.

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Various activities have been carried out under the Council of Europe Landscape Convention work programme
to promote the implementation of landscape education.

Thematic reports on landscape education

Several thematic reports on landscape education have been drawn up.

The report entitled “Awareness-raising, training and education” was presented at the Second Council of Europe
Conference of the Contracting and Signatory States to the European Landscape Convention (Strasbourg,
28-29 November 2002)¢ and then published in 2006 by Council of Europe Publishing in Landscape and sustain-
able development: challenges of the European Landscape Convention.” It shows the extent to which landscape
is something which needs care and which, if regarded merely as a commodity, “will inevitably lose its value
and also its attraction”.

The report entitled “Education on landscape for children”was presented at the 5th Council of Europe Conference
on the European Landscape Convention (Strasbourg, 30-31 March 2009)8 and then published in 2012 by Council
of Europe Publishing in Landscape facets: Reflections and proposals for the implementation of the European
Landscape Convention.® It seeks to relate landscape education to the European Landscape Convention and
aspects of education for sustainable development in a wider pedagogical perspective with reference to the
United Nations Decade of Education for Sustainable Development (2005-2014). It states that the dissemina-
tion of greater knowledge of landscapes and of the processes of landscape change, as well as improving
landscape reading abilities, are among the requirements for making people more aware of the value of the
places in which they live, more open towards other places and other cultures and more responsible towards
landscape management. The report refers to projects conducted by various states (Armenia, Belgium, Italy,
Slovenia and Spain) to implement the Convention.

A third report entitled “Education on landscape for children” was presented at the 7th Council of Europe
Conference on the European Landscape Convention (Strasbourg, 26-27 March 2013)'° and then published in
2017 by Council of Europe Publishing in Landscape facets: Reflections and proposals for the implementation of the
European Landscape Convention." It notes that, thanks to the European Landscape Convention, the landscape
has become not only an important source of reflection and action for professionals and governments but
also a new and important focus of attention for future citizens, enabling them to gain a better understanding
of their environment and, above all, devote new attention to the landscape, thereby transforming a passive
perception into an active perception of landscape as a subject of knowledge.

Recommendations of the Committee of Ministers on landscape education

Two recommendations of the Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe on landscape education were
prepared by working groups and the Council of Europe Steering Committee responsible for landscape.

The Recommendation CM/Rec(2014)8 of the Committee of Ministers on promoting landscape awareness
through education, adopted by the Committee of Ministers on 17 September 2014 states that one of the
aims of education is to “train young people and equip them with a set of skills necessary for citizenship and
democracy” and that “educational activities in the landscape field are an excellent way of giving meaning
to the future” It recommends that the governments of member States Parties to the European Landscape
Convention adopt legislative, regulatory, administrative, financial and other appropriate measures to initiate
or develop landscape education activities and to promote landscape awareness among the young in accord-
ance with certain principles which it sets out.

The Recommendation CM/Rec(2015)7 of the Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe on peda-
gogical material for landscape education in primary school, adopted by the Committee of Ministers on
14 October 2015 recommends that the governments of member States make the document “Landscape

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teaching activities for primary education” available as a source of inspiration and facilitate its dissemina-
tion and translation into other languages as appropriate. The activities presented promote global thinking
that fosters synthesis and integration. Their aim is to help pupils develop knowledge about landscapes and
understand that they can take responsibility for them, by projecting themselves individually and socially
into their own environment.

A publication entitled Landscape education activities for primary schools — Pedagogical booklet, was published
by the Council of Europe in 2021."? It aims to arouse pupils’ curiosity and interest in landscape by getting
them to think about what they mean by “landscape” and to consider the landscape with its environmental,
social, cultural and economic dimensions, both in space and in time. The activities can be carried out within
the context of formal and non-formal education.

Exchange of information on the implementation of the Landscape Convention

The Information System on the Council of Europe Landscape Convention is a database of public landscape
policies conducted at national, regional and local level.”* The exchange of information between the Parties to
the Convention on public landscape policies is therefore based on the content of the database.

The Council of Europe’s activities promoting landscape education continued with the holding of the 21st Council
of Europe Meeting of the Workshops for the Implementation of the European Landscape Convention, on
“Landscape and education” (Tropea, Italy, 3-5 October 2018). A wide number of national experiences are
presented in the proceedings of the Meeting.™

Landscape education projects presented through the Landscape Award Alliance

The Council of Europe Landscape Award Alliance gathers the exemplary projects presented by the States
Parties to the Council of Europe Landscape Convention. They show that it is possible to promote the
territorial dimension of human rights and democracy by improving the landscape features of people’s
surroundings.’

Conclusions

cultural, social and economic - the work carried out contributes to the implementation of the United Nations
2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development. This includes Goals 3 (Good health and well-being), 4 (Quality
education), 11 (Sustainable cities and communities), 14 (Life below water), and 15 (Life on land).

Itis the role of governments concerned with implementing the principles of good governance to take account
of the inestimable value of the landscape to human beings, and to include the landscape dimension in their
national, regional and local policies. It is also up to everyone to respect and care for the landscape, both in its
appearance and in its substance, for present and future generations.

Why?

The developments in agriculture, forestry, industrial

The Convention expresses the Member States’
concern to achieve sustainable development based
on a balanced and harmonious relationship

It aims to respond to the public’s wish to enjoy high
quality landscapes.
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Scope

The Preamble says that States wish to provide “a new instrument devoted
exclusively to the protection, management and planning of all landscapes”.

It applies to the entire territory of the Parties and covers natural, urban and
peri-urban areas, whether on land, water or sea.

It concerns remarkable landscapes, and also ordinary or everyday landscapes
and degraded areas.

Landscape is recognised irrespective of its perceived value, since all forms of
landscape are crucial to the quality of the citizens’ environment and deserve to
be considered in landscape policies.

Definitions

“Landscape” means an area, as perceived by people, whose character is the result of the
action and interaction of natural and/or human factors.

“Landscape policy” means an expression by the competent public authorities of general
principles, strategies and guidelines that permit the taking of specific measures aimed at
the protection, management and planning of landscapes.

“Landscape quality objective” means, for a specific landscape, the formulation by the
competent public authorities of the aspirations of the public with regard to the landscape
features of their surroundings.

“Landscape protection” means action to conserve and maintain the significant or
characteristic features of a landscape, justified by its heritage value derived from its
natural configuration and/or from human activity.

“Landscape management” means action, from a perspective of sustainable development,
to ensure the regular upkeep of a landscape, so as to guide and harmonise changes
which are brought about by social, economic and environmental processes.

“Landscape planning” means strong forward-looking action to enhance, restore or
create landscapes.

A Landscape Convention for kids — Presentation of the publication Landscape education activities for primary
schools — Pedagogical booklet (Armenian version)” was organised in Yerevan, Armenia, on 8-10 June 2022,
by the Urban Development Committee of Republic of Armenia and the Council of Europe - Secretariat of
the Convention, Directorate of Democratic Participation —, within the framework of the Work Programme of
the Convention.

Introduction

As an international intergovernmental organisation created in 1949, and whose headquarters are located
in Strasbourg (France), the Council of Europe has 46 member States: Albania, Andorra, Armenia, Austria,
Azerbaijan, Belgium, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia,
Finland, France, Georgia, Germany, Greece, Hungary, Iceland, Ireland, Italy, Latvia, Liechtenstein, Lithuania,
Luxembourg, Malta, Republic of Moldova, Monaco, Montenegro, Netherlands, North Macedonia, Norway,
Poland, Portugal, Romania, San Marino, Serbia, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, Turkey, Ukraine
and the United Kingdom. Its main objectives are to promote democracy, human rights and the rule of law,
and to seek common solutions to the main problems facing European society today.

The Council of Europe Landscape Convention aims to promote landscape protection, management and planning
and to organise international co-operation. It applies to the entire territory of the Parties and covers natural, rural,
urban and peri-urban areas. It concerns landscapes that might be considered outstanding, as well as everyday
or degraded landscapes. The Convention represents the first international treaty exclusively devoted to all the
dimensions of the landscape, considered from a perspective of sustainable and harmonious development. To date,
40 States have ratified it: Andorra, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belgium, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia,
Cyprus, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Georgia, Greece, Hungary, Iceland, Ireland, Italy,
Latvia, Lithuania, Luxembourg, North Macedonia, Republic of Moldova, Montenegro, Netherlands, North
Macedonia, Norway, Poland, Portugal, Romania, San Marino, Serbia, Slovak Republic, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden,
Switzerland, Turkey, Ukraine and the United Kingdom. One further State has signed the Convention: Malta. The
Landscape Convention was adopted by the Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe on 19 July 2000 in
Strasbourg and opened for signature by the member States of the Organisation in Florence (Italy) on 20 October
2000. The opening of the Convention to non-European States following the entry into force of its amending
protocol on 1st July 2021 is an opportunity to reaffirm the universality of the landscape dimension of human
rights and democracy.

Organised by the Council of Europe on a regular basis since 2002, the Meetings for the implementation of
the Council of Europe Landscape Convention aim to present new concepts and achievements in favour of
the implementation of the Convention.
