Having regard to the draft Budget for 2009 submitted by the Secretary General (document CM(2008)130 vol3);

Having regard to the Budget Committee's report of 18 September 2008 (document CM(2008)132),

Resolves as follows:

The budget of expenditure for 2009, totalling €1 298 400 and divided into heads and sub-heads according to Table A appended hereto and the budget of receipts totalling €1 298 400 according to Table B appended hereto are hereby approved.
