The unexpended appropriations for the financial year 2015 amounting to €52 627.95 as shown in the budgetary management accounts (CM(2016)100-add, page 38) presented by the Secretary General, are cancelled.

The Secretary General is hereby discharged from financial responsibility in respect of the financial year 2015.

Approval is hereby given to the apportionment of the 2015 financial year net surplus of €57 985.25 among the members of the Partial Agreement, as indicated in the appendix to this resolution.

The share of the surplus of the Partial Agreement Budget due to each member will be applied to meet any additional contributions for which members may become liable, should supplementary appropriations be granted in the 2016 Budget, any part of the share that remains considered as an advance on its contribution for 2017.
