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HISTORIQUE DU CONSEIL DE COOPERATION PENOLOGIQUE (PC-CP)
(1981 - 2019)

The Council for Penological Co-operation was set up by the Committee of Ministers at the 321st
meeting of their Deputies in June 1980. Terms of reference and Rules for the PC-CP were adopted
at the 335th meeting of the Minister's Deputies in June 1981 in order to:

- coordinate and promote penological activities at European level;

- collect and disseminate information and expert opinions on prison questions and practices;

- advise member states, on request, on prison related matters;

- monitor and encourage the implementation of the Standard Minimum Rules for the
Treatment of Prisoners and to report on that at regular intervals;

- organise the Conferences of Directors of Prison Administration (held since 1973);

- publish the Prison Information Bulletin (first issue - June 1983, last issue - December 2002,
in it were published as well SPACE statistics).

Set up by the Committee of Ministers under Article 17 of the Statute of the Council of Europe and
in accordance with Resolution CM/Res(2011)24 on intergovernmental committees and subordinate
bodies, their terms of reference and working methods

Under the authority of the Committee of Ministers and under the supervision of the European
Committee on Crime Problems (CDPC), the PC-CP is instructed to:

(i) follow the developments related to the national policies and practices in the field of execution of
penal sanctions and measures in the Council of Europe member States;

(i) follow the development of European prison systems and of the services entrusted with the
implementation of alternatives to pre-trial detention and with the implementation of community
sanctions and measures with special attention being paid to avoiding situations leading to prison
overcrowding;

(iii) assess the functioning and implementation of the European Prison Rules, the European Rules on
community sanctions and measures, the European Rules for juvenile offenders subject to sanctions or
measures, the Council of Europe Probation Rules as well as of other relevant Committee of Ministers’
recommendations, and make proposals for improving their practical application and, if necessary, for
their updating with a view to achieving coherence and comprehensiveness of the standards in the area;
(iv) prepare binding and non-binding instruments, studies and reports on penological matters;

(iv) formulate opinions on penological matters at the request of the CDPC, member States or on its own
initiative;

(v) prepare the Council of Europe Conferences of Directors of Prison and Probation Services and
ensure their follow-up as instructed by the Committee of Ministers, and following proposals made by the
CDPC,;

(vi) provide guidance and assistance with regard to the collection and publication of the Annual Penal
Statistics of the Council of Europe SPACE | and SPACE II.

(iii)) d’évaluer le fonctionnement et I'application des Regles pénitentiaires européennes, des Regles
Européennes sur les sanctions et mesures appliquées dans la communauté, des Régles européennes
pour les délinquants mineurs faisant I'objet de sanctions ou de mesures, des Reégles du Conseil de
I'Europe relatives a la probation ainsi que d’autres recommandations pertinentes du Comité des
Ministres, et de faire des propositions pour améliorer leur application concréte et, si nécessaire, les
actualiser en vue de parvenir a des normes cohérentes et complétes en la matiére ;
