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ACCOMMODATION - HOTELS IN ATHENS 

There are several suggestions for your stay in Athens either close to Syntagma Square or the Acropolis 

Museum area. All hotels recommended are within 5-10 minute walking distance from the conference 

venue and close to Plaka, Monastiraki, the Acropolis Hill and Museum and many other historical sites 

and monuments. Moreover, the suggested hotels are close to a Metro Station (Syntagma or Acropolis 

station) and also give you the opportunity to find many places to go shopping and spend an enjoyable 

time just a breath away. It should be kept in mind that the hotel situation in the city centre may be 

difficult during summer season so early bookings are therefore advisable. You may find the following 

list useful for booking a hotel.

TRANSPORTATION 

Suggestions for your transfer from Athens Airport 

1. By Taxi 

The colour of taxis in Athens is yellow. When exiting Athens Airport (Eleftherios Venizelos) you will find 

taxis waiting between Exit 2 and Exit 3 at the arrival area. The fare from Athens airport to Athens city 

centre is fixed: 

 Day time (05:00-24:00) Athens Airport to Athens city: 38 € 

 Night time (24:00-05:00) Athens Airport to Athens city: 54 € 

 The price includes totally everything. Luggage charge, tolls fee, VAT, meter start, airport charge etc. 

So, you don't have to pay anything more than the above. The same fixed fares apply when you pick a 

taxi from Athens centre to go to the airport. The transfer from the airport to the centre of the city takes 

25 minutes approximately, depending on the traffic especially during day time.  

2. By Metro 

Athens Metro connects Athens Airport with Athens City including Athens City Centre (Syntagma)  (see 
map below). The trip from the Airport to Athens City Centre (metro station Syntagma) takes 40 
minutes. The metro departs from the airport every 30' min.  

 One-way ticket for one person: 10.00 €  

 Return ticket for one person: 14.00 € 

If you finally choose a hotel near the Acropolis Metro Station or Syntagma Metro Station, you will board 

the Metro from the Airport Station and either get off at Syntagma Station or at Syntagma Station you 

switch lines in the direction of Elliniko and get off at the first Station, the Acropolis Station. The 

estimated time from the Athens International Airport to the city centre is 60 minutes. 



 

 

3. By bus 

There are four different bus routes starting from Athens airport. They are available  24 hours a day - 7 

days a week. The buses leave every 30 to 60 minutes depending on the route. Tickets are available 

from the bus drivers, from the ticket kiosk at the bus departure area and from all the metro stations 

around Athens, and they cost 6.00 euros (there are only one - way tickets).  

If you would like to take the bus from Athens airport, you may use the route X95 Syntagma-Airport, 

which takes you to the centre of Athens (Syntagma Square). It runs every 15 minutes and the bus 

station is located between Exits 4 and 5 at the arrivals level. 

If you finally choose a hotel near the Acropolis Metro Station, you take Bus X95 until Syntagma and 

then Metro line 2 with direction to Agios Dimitrios and get off at Acropolis station.
