On larceny

Article 234

Whoever, for profit, were to take moveable property pertaining to others without the permission of their owner, shall
be convicted of larceny, with a sentence of imprisonment from six to eighteen months if the amount of what was
stolen exceeds four hundred euros.

Whoever perpetrates the action described in Section 1 of Article 623 of this Code three times within the term of one
year, as long as the accumulated amount of the offences exceeds the minimum figure set for the felony, shall be
punished with the same penalty.

Translation of the Spanish Criminal Code

On robbery and burglary

Article 237

Those who seize moveable assets pertaining to others for profit, using forcible means to access the place where
these are located, or violence or intimidation of persons, shall be convicted of burglary or robbery, respectively.
Article 238

Those perpetrating these acts shall be convicted of burglary when any of the following circumstances concur:

1. Climbing;

2. Breaking walls, ceilings or floors, forcing doors or windows;

3. Breaking open cabinets, trunks or other kinds of furniture or closed or sealed objects, or forcing their locks, or
discovering their codes to steal the content, whether at the place of the burglary or outside it;

4. Use of forged keys;

5. Deactivating alarm or security systems.

Comment: The modification of the Spanish Criminal Code in 1995 (suppression of
misdemeanours) led to a multiplication by two or three of the number of convictions for
some offences (see e.g., theft without any kind of force and assault, lesiones), but had
no impact on police data (see the next slide)

This suggests that the general public used its common sense and did not follow the
policy of judicializing all conflicts that characterizes the recent criminal policy of Spain.
