Your request regarding the recent restrictions on freedom of peaceful assembly 

in Baku, ill-treatment by the police against meeting participants, their detention and 

administrative liability has been considered. 

On February 11 , a group of people nominating their candidacy for parliamentary 

elections addressed a warning to the Baku Executive Power to hold a rally in front of the 

May 28 subway station to protest the results of early parliamentary elections. Taking 

into account the prohibition of assemblies in subway protection zones under paragraph 

2 of the third part of Article 9 of the Law of the Republic of Azerbaijan "On Freedom of 

Assembly," the Executive Power of Baku offered to hold the rally in a specially 

designated place and the organizers were informed in a written form. However, they 

shared information on social media that the rally would be held in front of the Central 

Election Commission's administrative building where the crowd and intensive traffic is 

overwhelming. In this regard, on February 14, the organizers were summoned to the 

Baku City Main Police Office and formally notified of the inadmissibility of illegal actions. 

Despite the abovementioned, on February 16, 2020, up to 120 people attempted 

to hold an illegal rally in front of the Central Election Commission's administrative 

building, violating the rights of the public to rest and committing actions disrupting 

normal traffic. For this reason, the police were involved in the area, taking into account 

the complaints of citizens living in the surrounding areas, which were regularly 

addressed to the "Call Center" of the Ministry of Internal Affairs. According to Article 14 



of the Law on "Freedom of Assembly" about the termination and collapse of the 

meeting, the protesters continued their illegal activities, ignoring continuous police 

warnings. Some participants of the rally, selected by the police for demonstrating 

special aggression, were removed from the area, and we highlight that they have not 

been detained or brought to administrative liability. The fact that you were referring to in 

your request, any harm done by the police for damaging the health of journalists 

disclosing the rally did not happen at all. On the other way, some journalists have 

deliberately prevented police officers from performing their duties and tried to involve 

them in provocation but failed to achieve their intentions. 

Regarding your discretion on the Law of the Republic of Azerbaijan about 

"Freedom of Assembly" to be inaccurate, we would like to draw your attention that in 

1998, when the mentioned law was adopted, the OSCE Office for Democratic 

Institutions and Human Rights expressed its positive opinion. Over the past 21 years, 

in order to adjust the law with the international documents that Azerbaijan has joined, 

numerous changes have been made and the Venice Commission has revealed its 

official position that this legal act is fully compliant with European standards. Currently, 

the norms of the law on restriction of freedom of assembly are more liberal and 

humanistic in comparison to the relevant legislation of many European countries. 

On the other hand, related to your thoughts on the fact that a meeting of its 

participants was not held and no liability was allegedly accompanied by police violence, 

we would like to emphasize that the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of 

Azerbaijan has a great experience in the provision of public order during the mass 

events, as well as in the field of the protection of human and civil rights. In these 

directions, the tasks established by the law are carried out on the basis of specific 

standards and procedures. Meanwhile, the Ministry of Internal Affairs is on the close 

working contacts with its European counterparts and conducts the regular information 

exchange. Our observations and comparisons of factual evidence give it a reason to 

say that the actions taken by the Azerbaijani police aimed to ensure security during the 

meetings are not only in full compliance with the standards used by the law enforcement 

agencies in the European countries, it is an exemplary of the restraint and the tolerance, 



even in a number of cases, of our employees who perform their duties against those 

who oppose them, who do not obey the law, and who intentionally provoke acts. All 

these should be noted as an indicator of the professionalism of the police and the result 

of continious specialized trainings in the area. Just for your information, only last year 

more than 16,000 of our police officers were involved in the relevant events in the 

various countries and in our Republic, and this activity will be continued as planned this 

year.
