Ne 254/2023 «Ukrainian Parliament Unable to Provide Documents
Providing for the Legal Restrictions on Entry of Journalists to Parliament»

According to the information provided by the Secretariat of the Verkhovna Rada
of Ukraine, in connection with the introduction of martial law in Ukraine and in the
context of the relevant provisions of the Decree of the President of Ukraine dated
February 24, 2022 No. 64/2022 "On the Introduction of Martial Law in Ukraine",
approved by the Law of Ukraine dated February 24, 2022 No. 2102-IX, access to the
"government quarter”, including the administrative building of the Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine at 5 Mykhailo Hrushevskoho Street, is subject to a special access regime. The
relevant decision was approved by the military authorities, not by the Verkhovna Rada
of Ukraine or its Secretariat.

Therefore, for the period of martial law in Ukraine, in order to provide coverage
of official speeches and statements by the leadership of the Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine, briefings by MPs of Ukraine and other events for the media and journalists,
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the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine organized a press center located in the administrative
building of the Parliament outside the "government quarter" (3 Lipska Street).

Therefore, the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine does not create any conditions to
threaten media freedom or journalists. On the contrary, under martial law, in the
absence of similar modern experience of European parliaments, the Secretariat of the
Ukrainian Parliament takes the necessary measures to ensure the widest possible
coverage of the activities of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine and the implementation
of the provisions of other laws of Ukraine. In particular, in 2023, the Secretariat of the
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine processed more than 555,000 citizens' appeals and 2,500
requests for information.
